The Book of John gives a perspective that the other three synoptic Gospels do not give.  Only in the gospel of John do we see the whole world from an eagle's heavenly perspective, and approaches the revelation of Jesus Christ from that perspective.

Notes from April 14:

These notes are some of the points which were discussed and brought up during our fellowship. I hope that they serve to engage the body in even more rumination and Barean like activity. Acts 17.10-11

John 1:1-8
In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.
The same was in the beginning with God.
All things were made by him; and without him was not any thing made that was made.
In him was life; and the life was the light of men.
And the light shineth in darkness; and the darkness comprehended it not.
There was a man sent from God, whose name was John.
The same came for a witness, to bear witness of the Light, that all men through him might believe.
He was not that Light, but was sent to bear witness of that Light.
Joh 1:1  In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. 

The Word is Jesus Christ

Word = ‘Logos’ = Spokesman – like Aaron for Moses, like the prophets.

No mention of body, soul & spirit; no trinity – just Christ with God.

How are they one: 1 Cor 11:3,  Joh 10:30 

Rom 1:20  For the invisible things of him from the creation of the world are clearly seen, being understood by the things that are made, even his eternal power and Godhead; so that they are without excuse:

… so there is a ‘beginning’ being talked of here – of the creation of God

Joh 1:2  The same was in the beginning with God. 

This verse reinstates verse 1 (witness)

1Co 8:6  But to us there is but one God, the Father, of whom are all things, and we in him; and one Lord Jesus Christ, by whom are all things, and we by him.

Rom 11:36  For of him, and through him, and to him, are all things: to whom be glory for ever. Amen.

Joh 1:3  All things were made by him; and without him was not any thing made that was made. 

Joh 1:4  In him was life; and the life was the light of men. 

This ‘life’ speaks of the ‘spirit’ in Psalm 104 – the ‘ruach’ which returns to God, this spirit that is in all – trees, bugs, us, etc (Ecc 3:19-21) – and that it is all of God (Rom 1:20)

Psa 104:29  Thou hidest thy face, they are troubled: thou takest away their breath, they die, and return to their dust. 

Psa 104:30  Thou sendest forth thy spirit, they are created: and thou renewest the face of the earth.

We need the resurrection to live (1 Cor 15) – God’s purpose for saving all men…

Joh 1:5  And the light shineth in darkness; and the darkness comprehended it not. 

‘the darkness comprehended not’ = we don’t understand the light; darkness doesnt’ see itself as darkness and doesn’t recognize it as darkness: Mat 6:23  But if thine eye be evil, thy whole body shall be full of darkness. If therefore the light that is in thee be darkness, how great is that darkness!

Stated in other ways: just as we know that all 100 sheep need repentance yet only one of them is found in its time (Mat 18:12-13); we cannot hear or understand (Joh 8:43); the whole body is full of darkness when the eye is evil and full of light when the eye is single, Luke 11.34

‘darkness’ is also ‘unbelief’: Rom 11:32, all are saved by mercy (Rom 11:30-33)

Joh 1:6  There was a man sent from God, whose name was John. 

Joh 1:7  The same came for a witness, to bear witness of the Light, that all men through him might believe. 

Joh 1:8  He was not that Light, but was sent to bear witness of that Light. 

John is a shadow of the elect as Adam is a shadow of Christ. 

Grace and Truth come by Jesus Christ after the law.

John is a type of Babylon who brings the multitudes to Christ.

After faith, we are no longer under the taskmaster.

The Law of Christ = Light = Elect – therefore darkness is a type of Babylon

John is a witness as are the disciples but without understanding any of it completely.
