John 5:43 to 6:4 – August 25, 2011
 
Joh 5:43  I am come in my Father's name, and ye receive me not: if another shall come in his own name, him ye will receive.
Joh 5:44  How can ye believe, which receive honour one of another, and seek not the honour that cometh from God only?
Joh 5:45  Do not think that I will accuse you to the Father: there is one that accuseth you, even Moses, in whom ye trust.
Joh 5:46  For had ye believed Moses, ye would have believed me: for he wrote of me.
Joh 5:47  But if ye believe not his writings, how shall ye believe my words?
Joh 6:1  After these things Jesus went over the sea of Galilee, which is the sea of Tiberias.
Joh 6:2  And a great multitude followed him, because they saw his miracles which he did on them that were diseased.
Joh 6:3  And Jesus went up into a mountain, and there he sat with his disciples.
Joh 6:4  And the passover, a feast of the Jews, was nigh.
 
 
Verse 43 demonstrates again how hidden the word of God is. This excerpt from http://www.iswasandwillbe.com/Stones_of_fire.php shows us the orthodoxy mindset that has been (deceived) prevalent through the ages:
 
The orthodox Christian world, of course, teaches that this is speaking of Lucifer, who they claim is Satan. Here is a typical entry on this subject from the internet: CHAPTER THREE. THE PERSON OF THE ANTICHRIST
“In our last chapter we pointed out how that the Antichrist is not a system of evil, nor an anit-Christian organization, but instead, a single individual being, a person yet to appear. In support of this we appealed to the declaration of our Lord recorded in John 5:43; "I am come in My Father's name, and ye receive Me not: if another shall come in his own name, him ye will receive". Here the Saviour both compares and contrasts the Man of Sin with Himself. The point of comparison is that, like the Saviour, he shall offer himself to Israel; the contrast is, that unlike Christ who was rejected by the Jews, the false messiah shall be "received" by them. If, then, the Antichrist may be compared and contrasted with the Christ of God, he, too, must be a person, an individual being."”
If this writer only knew who the scriptures plainly tell us is a Jew, and if he only knew who the scriptures plainly tell us is Israel and who is Antichrist, then we could agree with every word in this paragraph except the words "a person yet to appear."
 
Joh 5:46  For had ye believed Moses, ye would have believed me: for he wrote of me.
Joh 5:47  But if ye believe not his writings, how shall ye believe my words?
 
They trusted Moses, so they thought, yet Christ tells us here that we don’t.  We don’t see the spiritual behind the letter of the words. We don’t go beyond using the name of Christ; we hold onto the lineage but don’t live the Words or wear His clothes. At this point in our walk it is yet our righteousness and our definition of what God's words means.
 
Isa 4:1  And in that day seven women shall take hold of one man, saying, We will eat our own bread, and wear our own apparel: only let us be called by thy name, to take away our reproach.
 
Isa 29:13  Wherefore the Lord said, Forasmuch as this people draw near me with their mouth, and with their lips do honour me, but have removed their heart far from me, and their fear toward me is taught by the precept of men:
 
Mat 15:7-9  Ye hypocrites, well did Esaias prophesy of you, saying, This people draweth nigh unto me with their mouth, and honoureth me with their lips; but their heart is far from me. But in vain they do worship me, teaching for doctrines the commandments of men.
 
Luk 6:46  And why call ye me, Lord, Lord, and do not the things which I say?
 
Joh 8:31  Then said Jesus to those Jews which believed on him, If ye continue in my word, then are ye my disciples indeed;
 
Joh 8:39-40  They answered and said unto him, Abraham is our father. Jesus saith unto them, If ye were Abraham's children, ye would do the works of Abraham. But now ye seek to kill me, a man that hath told you the truth, which I have heard of God: this did not Abraham.
 
The synagogues of Christ’s day are the same as the orthodox churches of today. Religions are built around bits and pieces of the Word. It is not given to the court to see the sum of God’s word.

Gal 4:21 Tell me, ye that desire to be under the law, do ye not hear the law?
Psa 139:17  How precious also are thy thoughts unto me, O God! how great is the sum of them! 
Psa 119:160  The sum of your word is truth, and every one of your righteous rules endures forever. (ESV)
As it is indicated in Matthew 13, Christ came to blind the masses and to reveal, only to a few, the things of the spirit, which are very contradictory to the natural man. We are immeasurably blessed to be given eyes to see; it is truly a miracle for the few. Our election is on the backs of the many who are held back in unbelief. We are dragged to Christ and preserved by His word growing within us as explained in the parable of the new wine being preserved in new wine skins. (new creation)
Mat 13:13-14  Therefore speak I to them in parables: because they seeing see not; and hearing they hear not, neither do they understand. And in them is fulfilled the prophecy of Esaias, which saith, By hearing ye shall hear, and shall not understand; and seeing ye shall see, and shall not perceive:
Isa 6:9-10  And he said, Go, and tell this people, Hear ye indeed, but understand not; and see ye indeed, but perceive not. Make the heart of this people fat, and make their ears heavy, and shut their eyes; lest they see with their eyes, and hear with their ears, and understand with their heart, and convert, and be healed.
Joh 9:39  And Jesus said, For judgment I am come into this world, that they which see not might see; and that they which see might be made blind.

1Co 2:14  But the natural man receiveth not the things of the Spirit of God: for they are foolishness unto him: neither can he know them, because they are spiritually discerned.
Mat 22:14  For many are called, but few are chosen.  
Rom 11:7-8  What then? Israel hath not obtained that which he seeketh for; but the election hath obtained it, and the rest were blinded (According as it is written, God hath given them the spirit of slumber, eyes that they should not see, and ears that they should not hear;) unto this day.
Joh 6:44  No man can come to me, except the Father which hath sent me draw him: and I will raise him up at the last day. 
2Pe 3:18  But grow in grace, and in the knowledge of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ. To him be glory both now and for ever. Amen. 
Rev 1:3  Blessed is he that readeth, and they that hear the words of this prophecy, and keep those things which are written therein: for the time is at hand.
Luk 5:37-39  And no man putteth new wine into old bottles; else the new wine will burst the bottles, and be spilled, and the bottles shall perish. But new wine must be put into new bottles; and both are preserved. No man also having drunk old wine straightway desireth new: for he saith, The old is better.
There is a difference between hearing His word and abiding in His word. The nature of God’s word is fiery – to be purified seven times in those earthen vessels – and our spiritual growth is inactive until He chooses to turn up the heat. It is God who gives the growth or withholds it, and we see and understand all this as God’s perfect will, His perfect timing, all for our good as He enables us to abide in His word which is a fiery word which perfects, establishes, strengthens and settles us in the Lord. We come to believe that all things truly do work together for the good for those who love God and are called according to His purpose.
 
Jer 5:14  Wherefore thus saith the LORD God of hosts, Because ye speak this word, behold, I will make my words in thy mouth fire, and this people wood, and it shall devour them.
 Psa 12:6  The words of the LORD are pure words: as silver tried in a furnace of earth, purified seven times.
2Pe 3:7  But the heavens and the earth, which are now, by the same word are kept in store, reserved unto fire against the day of judgment and perdition of ungodly men.
1Co 3:6  I have planted, Apollos watered; but God gave the increase.
1Pe 5:10  But the God of all grace, who hath called us unto his eternal glory by Christ Jesus, after that ye have suffered a while, make you perfect, stablish, strengthen, settle you.
 
Rom 8:28  And we know that all things work together for good to them that love God, to them who are the called according to his purpose.
 
 
Joh 6:1  After these things Jesus went over the sea of Galilee, which is the sea of Tiberias.
Joh 6:2  And a great multitude followed him, because they saw his miracles which he did on them that were diseased.
Joh 6:3  And Jesus went up into a mountain, and there he sat with his disciples.
Joh 6:4  And the passover, a feast of the Jews, was nigh.
 
We are first restrained from understanding God’s word and only given to see the outward miracles and healings. It is the turning of the heart that allows for spiritual vision and that is the true miracle, the ‘greater things will you do’ being done in us. That is what much of the ‘Stones of Fire’ article is speaking to. We soon see that it is Christ who has been faithful and that we deny Him three times before we find out we were yet of our father the devil. 
 
Luk 13:32  And he said unto them, Go ye, and tell that fox, Behold, I cast out devils, and I do cures to day and to morrow, and the third day I shall be perfected.
 
Joh 1:50  Jesus answered and said unto him, Because I said unto thee, I saw thee under the fig tree, believest thou? thou shalt see greater things than these
 
Joh 14:12  Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believeth on me, the works that I do shall he do also; and greater works than these shall he do; because I go unto my Father.
 
Deu 7:9  Know therefore that the LORD thy God, he is God, the faithful God, which keepeth covenant and mercy with them that love him and keep his commandments to a thousand generations;
 
Rev 21:5  And he that sat upon the throne said, Behold, I make all things new. And he said unto me, Write: for these words are true and faithful.
 
2Th 3:2-3  And that we may be delivered from unreasonable and wicked men: for all men have not faith. [within]  But the Lord is faithful, who shall stablish you, and keep you from evil.
Joh 8:31  Then said Jesus to those Jews which believed on him, If ye continue in my word, then are ye my disciples indeed;
Joh 8:44  Ye are of your father the devil, and the lusts of your father ye will do. He was a murderer from the beginning, and abode not in the truth, because there is no truth in him. When he speaketh a lie, he speaketh of his own: for he is a liar, and the father of it.
Mat 26:75  And Peter remembered the word of Jesus, which said unto him, Before the cock crow, thou shalt deny me thrice. And he went out, and wept bitterly.   

 
We see in verse 4 here how John disassociates Jesus with the orthodoxy of His day: it was ‘a feast of the Jews’, and not spoken of as one that Jesus embraced or called ‘his’. This is also the case in verse 1, and refers to Christ’s disassociation with the orthodoxy of the day. The account of Christ going “over the Sea of Galilee” in verse 1 is the same place that is spoken of in John 7 and Matthew 4; they are all moving away from the orthodoxy of the day.
 
Joh 7:1-2 After these things Jesus walked in Galilee: for he would not walk in Jewry, because the Jews sought to kill him. Now the Jews' feast of tabernacles was at hand.
 
Mat 4:15  The land of Zabulon, and the land of Nephthalim, by the way of the sea, beyond Jordan, Galilee of the Gentiles;
 
It also speaks of our journey away from the orthodoxy, of our day into that higher understanding that God drags us to. That “the Jews sought to kill him” (John 7:2) is showing us of our death to this life. We are now called to take up our cross and die daily and see ourselves as crucified, dead and risen in earnest.
 
Isa 55:8-9  For my thoughts are not your thoughts, neither are your ways my ways, saith the LORD. For as the heavens are higher than the earth, so are my ways higher than your ways, and my thoughts than your thoughts.
Luk 9:23-25  And he said to them all, If any man will come after me, let him deny himself, and take up his cross daily, and follow me. For whosoever will save his life shall lose it: but whosoever will lose his life for my sake, the same shall save it. For what is a man advantaged, if he gain the whole world, and lose himself, or be cast away?
 
1Co 15:31  I protest by your rejoicing which I have in Christ Jesus our Lord, I die daily. 
Gal 2:20  I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave himself for me.
Rom 6:5-6  For if we have been planted together in the likeness of his death, we shall be also in the likeness of his resurrection: Knowing this, that our old man is crucified with him, that the body of sin might be destroyed, that henceforth we should not serve sin.
 
Verse 3: Jesus sat with his disciples on a mountain. “sit” can be translated “reside” and this speaks of him abiding with us (sat) in those heavenly places within (a mountain).
 
G2521 kath'-ay-mahee From G2596 and ἧμαι hēmai (to sit; akin to the base of G1476); to sit down; figuratively to remain, reside: - dwell, sit (by, down).
 
Eph 2:5-6  Even when we were dead in sins, hath quickened us together with Christ, (by grace ye are saved;) And hath raised us up together, and made us sit together in heavenly places in Christ Jesus:
 
Zec 8:3  Thus saith the LORD; I am returned unto Zion, and will dwell in the midst of Jerusalem: and Jerusalem shall be called a city of truth; and the mountain of the LORD of hosts the holy mountain.
 
Exo 15:17-18  Thou shalt bring them in, and plant them in the mountain of thine inheritance, in the place, O LORD, which thou hast made for thee to dwell in, in the Sanctuary, O Lord, which thy hands have established. The LORD shall reign for ever and ever.
 
Luk 19:5  And when Jesus came to the place, he looked up, and saw him, and said unto him, Zacchaeus, make haste, and come down; for to day I must abide at thy house.
