John 6:25 to 6:41 – September 15, 2011

Joh 6:25  And when they had found him on the other side of the sea, they said unto him, Rabbi, when camest thou hither? 

Joh 6:26  Jesus answered them and said, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Ye seek me, not because ye saw the miracles, but because ye did eat of the loaves, and were filled. 

Joh 6:27  Labour not for the meat which perisheth, but for that meat which endureth unto everlasting life, which the Son of man shall give unto you: for him hath God the Father sealed. 

Joh 6:28  Then said they unto him, What shall we do, that we might work the works of God? 

Joh 6:29  Jesus answered and said unto them, This is the work of God, that ye believe on him whom he hath sent. 

Joh 6:30  They said therefore unto him, What sign shewest thou then, that we may see, and believe thee? what dost thou work?

Jesus had just fed the people on the other side of the sea and now they were looking for him again but as Jesus tells them, they are not looking for that which lasts.

Psa 17:14  From men which are thy hand, O LORD, from men of the world, which have their portion in this life, and whose belly thou fillest with thy hid treasure: they are full of children, and leave the rest of their substance to their babes. 

Psa 78:37  For their heart was not right with him, neither were they stedfast in his covenant. 

Rom 16:18  For they that are such serve not our Lord Jesus Christ, but their own belly; and by good words and fair speeches deceive the hearts of the simple. 

Php 3:18-19  (For many walk, of whom I have told you often, and now tell you even weeping, that they are the enemies of the cross of Christ: Whose end is destruction, whose God is their belly, and whose glory is in their shame, who mind earthly things.)

Isa 40:8  The grass withereth, the flower fadeth: but the word of our God shall stand for ever.

Mar 13:31  Heaven and earth shall pass away: but my words shall not pass away.

Joh 6:47  Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believeth on me hath everlasting life. 

God considers the physical world as a shadow of the Truth and Spirit, and it is a pure gift given to those He chooses to see these things. As such it is only given to a few to understand that the miracle of the loaves and fishes cannot save our souls and that all the physical miracles of Jesus are mere shadows of the ‘true bread from heaven’. The court elevates the works of Jesus but He tells us that we will do greater works than these physical blessings and healings. People will keep coming for these whether they actually see for themselves these miracles or not; the mindset is ‘you fed our fathers so feed us with those physical blessings and promises’.

1Ch 29:15  For we are strangers before thee, and sojourners, as were all our fathers: our days on the earth are as a shadow, and there is none abiding.

Isa 64:4  For since the beginning of the world men have not heard, nor perceived by the ear, neither hath the eye seen, O God, beside thee, what he hath prepared for him that waiteth for him. 

1Co 2:9-10  But as it is written, Eye hath not seen, nor ear heard, neither have entered into the heart of man, the things which God hath prepared for them that love him. But God hath revealed them unto us by his Spirit: for the Spirit searcheth all things, yea, the deep things of God. 

Joh 16:13  Howbeit when he, the Spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you into all truth: for he shall not speak of himself; but whatsoever he shall hear, that shall he speak: and he will shew you things to come.

Jas 1:17  Every good gift and every perfect gift is from above, and cometh down from the Father of lights, with whom is no variableness, neither shadow of turning.

Joh 14:12  Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believeth on me, the works that I do shall he do also; and greater works than these shall he do; because I go unto my Father.
Joh 6:31  Our fathers did eat manna in the desert; as it is written, He gave them bread from heaven to eat. 
Just like the miracle of Lazarus being raised from the dead, these miracles in Chapter 6 remind us that it is all a shadow of the real resurrection to come. 

Joh 11:11-15 These things said he: and after that he saith unto them, Our friend Lazarus sleepeth; but I go, that I may awake him out of sleep. Then said his disciples, Lord, if he sleep, he shall do well. Howbeit Jesus spake of his death: but they thought that he had spoken of taking of rest in sleep. Then said Jesus unto them plainly, Lazarus is dead. And I am glad for your sakes that I was not there, to the intent ye may believe; nevertheless let us go unto him. 

Joh 11:23-27  Jesus saith unto her, Thy brother shall rise again. Martha saith unto him, I know that he shall rise again in the resurrection at the last day. Jesus said unto her, I am the resurrection, and the life: he that believeth in me, though he were dead, yet shall he live: And whosoever liveth and believeth in me shall never die. Believest thou this? She saith unto him, Yea, Lord: I believe that thou art the Christ, the Son of God, which should come into the world. 

Joh 11:41-44  Then they took away the stone from the place where the dead was laid. And Jesus lifted up his eyes, and said, Father, I thank thee that thou hast heard me. And I knew that thou hearest me always: but because of the people which stand by I said it, that they may believe that thou hast sent me. And when he thus had spoken, he cried with a loud voice, Lazarus, come forth. And he that was dead came forth, bound hand and foot with graveclothes: and his face was bound about with a napkin. Jesus saith unto them, Loose him, and let him go. 

Joh 11:25  Jesus said unto her, I am the resurrection, and the life: he that believeth in me, though he were dead, yet shall he live: 

Joh 6:51  I am the living bread which came down from heaven: if any man eat of this bread, he shall live for ever: and the bread that I will give is my flesh, which I will give for the life of the world.
Joh 6:35  And Jesus said unto them, I am the bread of life: he that cometh to me shall never hunger; and he that believeth on me shall never thirst. 

Joh 6:36  But I said unto you, That ye also have seen me, and believe not. 

Joh 6:37  All that the Father giveth me shall come to me; and him that cometh to me I will in no wise cast out. 

Joh 6:38  For I came down from heaven, not to do mine own will, but the will of him that sent me. 

The woman at the well in John 4 is told the same thing as the people here are told in verse 35, of what is the true manna. 

Joh 4:13-14  Jesus answered and said unto her, Whosoever drinketh of this water shall thirst again: But whosoever drinketh of the water that I shall give him shall never thirst; but the water that I shall give him shall be in him a well of water springing up into everlasting life.

These verses (35-38) are a solid statement of the sovereignty of God and of His sovereign will (“all that the Father giveth me shall come to me”, “I came down from heaven… to do… the will of him that sent me”).

Joh 5:30  I can of mine own self do nothing: as I hear, I judge: and my judgment is just; because I seek not mine own will, but the will of the Father which hath sent me. 

Joh 8:42  Jesus said unto them, If God were your Father, ye would love me: for I proceeded forth and came from God; neither came I of myself, but he sent me. 

Joh 14:10  Believest thou not that I am in the Father, and the Father in me? the words that I speak unto you I speak not of myself: but the Father that dwelleth in me, he doeth the works. 

Rom 11:36  For of him, and through him, and to him, are all things: to whom be glory for ever. Amen.
Yet we all start with only a physical understanding of the miracles around us. The bread and fishes miracle was looked upon as a physical blessing, a blessing from Him to them and them alone (the chosen race as understood in the letter of the Word, in the Torah).

The ancient Israelites were very convinced of the promises of God and by all that God had done for them, miraculously delivering them out of Egypt while providing for them in the wilderness. They had ample evidence that obedience would bring about physical blessings. 

Gen 17:7  And I will establish my covenant between me and thee and thy seed after thee in their generations for an everlasting covenant, to be a God unto thee, and to thy seed after thee. 

Exo 19:6  And ye shall be unto me a kingdom of priests, and an holy nation. These are the words which thou shalt speak unto the children of Israel. 

Deu 14:2  For thou art an holy people unto the LORD thy God, and the LORD hath chosen thee to be a peculiar people unto himself, above all the nations that are upon the earth. 

There is no statement in the word of God that cannot be understood to be applying to the elect, however that which is natural is first and afterward that which is spiritual and the court gets in trouble within us when we start comparing these physical blessing to Israel and equate them to mean that we must be physically blessed as an indication that we are in God’s good favor. The physical blessings of Israel were only shadows of the spiritual blessing that would come upon the elect as a result of God giving us power to make war with the nations within us. Our flesh easily forgets what Christ tells us about Himself, saying that a man’s life does not consist of the abundance of his riches. He tells us that He has no where to recline His head… and as He is so are we in this world.

1Co 15:46  Howbeit, not first, is the body of the spirit, but that, of the soul, afterwards, that of the spirit.

Luk 12:15  And he said unto them, Take heed, and beware of covetousness: for a man's life consisteth not in the abundance of the things which he possesseth. 

Luk 9:58  And Jesus said unto him—the foxes, have, dens, and, the birds of heaven, nests; but, the Son of Man, hath not where, his head, he may recline.

1Jn 4:17  Herein, hath love with us, been made perfect,—in order that, boldness, we might have in the day of judging,—in that, just as, He, is, we also, are, in this world.

This mindset of being physically blessed carries into the thinking of the court today, with the health and wealth gospel to be prospered in this life, while denying that God’s plan was all along set in motion to save all men and that the entire economy of the old covenant with its miracles along with the miracles of Jesus were all shadows of the greater promise of greater works, and greater things than these as Christ described them. (But I say unto you…)

1Co 15:22  For, just as, in the Adam, all die, so, also, in the Christ, shall all be made alive.

Mat 5:44  But, I, say unto you, Be loving your enemies, and praying for them who are persecuting you:

It is not understood that God’s sovereignty includes the necessity of sin working in our members and the physical blessings serve to keep us from understanding His sovereignty over all including the evil (evil experience) being used for good as we go through our period of being prospered like Job, thinking we are spiritually mature. 

Ecc 1:13 I applied my heart to inquiring and exploring by wisdom concerning all that is done under the heavens:it is an experience of evil Elohim has given to the sons of humanity to humble them by it. (CLV)

Gen 50:20  But as for you, ye thought evil against me; but God meant it unto good, to bring to pass, as it is this day, to save much people alive.

This is a time in our walk of coming behind in no gift but being yet carnal, or as the Israelites were in the wilderness who have yet to fall ten times and make war with the giants on the other side of the Jordan. Sin is an integral part of His plan to salvation for all and must be experienced, accepted and seen for its necessity. God alone can bring us through the period of our walk where we cannot overcome evil with good, which will be granted to very few in this age.

1Co 1:7  So that ye come behind in no gift; waiting for the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ:

1Co 3:1  And I, brethren, could not speak unto you as unto spiritual, but as unto carnal, even as unto babes in Christ.

Num 14:22  Because all those men which have seen my glory, and my miracles, which I did in Egypt and in the wilderness, and have tempted me now these ten times, and have not hearkened to my voice;

Num 14:8  If the LORD delight in us, then he will bring us into this land, and give it us; a land which floweth with milk and honey.

Pro 16:4  The LORD hath made all things for himself: yea, even the wicked for the day of evil.

2Th 2:11  And for this cause God shall send them strong delusion, that they should believe a lie:

Rom 7:17-23 Now then it is no more I that do it, but sin that dwelleth in me. For I know that in me (that is, in my flesh,) dwelleth no good thing: for to will is present with me; but how to perform that which is good I find not. For the good that I would I do not: but the evil which I would not, that I do. Now if I do that I would not, it is no more I that do it, but sin that dwelleth in me. I find then a law, that, when I would do good, evil is present with me. For I delight in the law of God after the inward man: 

But I see another law in my members, warring against the law of my mind, and bringing me into captivity to the law of sin which is in my members.

Rom 12:21  Be not overcome of evil, but overcome evil with good.

So, if we translate the Greek word 'en' consistently, here is what Paul is telling us: 'In the mature we speak the secret, hidden, inward wisdom of God, but in the immature we speak only of the outward fleshly appearing of Christ and of His outward death and outward crucifixion.' (excerpt from http://www.iswasandwillbe.com/strongdelusion.php) 
We cannot at this point in our walk (here in John 6) get past thinking only of the ‘good’ and the ‘blessings’ working for our benefit: we don’t see the eternal purpose or the shadows of these blessings; we don’t see God’s sovereignty over everything.

Isa 30:18-23  And therefore will the LORD wait, that he may be gracious unto you, and therefore will he be exalted, that he may have mercy upon you: for the LORD is a God of judgment: blessed are all they that wait for him. For the people shall dwell in Zion at Jerusalem: thou shalt weep no more: he will be very gracious unto thee at the voice of thy cry; when he shall hear it, he will answer thee. And though the Lord give you the bread of adversity, and the water of affliction, yet shall not thy teachers be removed into a corner any more, but thine eyes shall see thy teachers: And thine ears shall hear a word behind thee, saying, This is the way, walk ye in it, when ye turn to the right hand, and when ye turn to the left. Ye shall defile also the covering of thy graven images of silver, and the ornament of thy molten images of gold: thou shalt cast them away as a menstruous cloth; thou shalt say unto it, Get thee hence. Then shall he give the rain of thy seed, that thou shalt sow the ground withal; and bread of the increase of the earth, and it shall be fat and plenteous: in that day shall thy cattle feed in large pastures.

Joh 6:36  But I said unto you, That ye also have seen me, and believe not. 

Joh 6:37  All that the Father giveth me shall come to me; and him that cometh to me I will in no wise cast out. 

Joh 6:38  For I came down from heaven, not to do mine own will, but the will of him that sent me. 

Joh 6:39  And this is the Father's will which hath sent me, that of all which he hath given me I should lose nothing, but should raise it up again at the last day. 

Joh 6:40  And this is the will of him that sent me, that every one which seeth the Son, and believeth on him, may have everlasting life: and I will raise him up at the last day. 

Joh 6:41  The Jews then murmured at him, because he said, I am the bread which came down from heaven.

What is it that the Father gives Christ in verse 37 that He should lose nothing in verse 39? God gives Christ the world. And all will be gathered and not one crumb will be left behind. This is the will of him that sent him. It is a great promise that is lost on the court that cannot at this time see past the physical bread to feed their bellies and blessings to fill their bodily lives. At this point in our walk, we tie Christ to the earth and murmur against any notion that He comes down from heaven (verse 41). In this way we celebrate his earthly birth and his death and resurrection of his earthly body. We do this until we are given the maturity and heart to believe on him and that He will raise us up at the last day and that the desire to follow such a promise is a pure gift and worthy of losing our life here over.

Col 1:19  For it pleased the Father that in him should all fulness dwell; 
Joh 6:12  When they were filled, he said unto his disciples, Gather up the fragments that remain, that nothing be lost. 

Joh 3:16  For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.

Gal 4:9-10  But now, after that ye have known God, or rather are known of God, how turn ye again to the weak and beggarly elements, whereunto ye desire again to be in bondage? Ye observe days, and months, and times, and years. 

Mat 10:39-40  He that findeth his life shall lose it: and he that loseth his life for my sake shall find it. He that receiveth you receiveth me, and he that receiveth me receiveth him that sent me. 

1Co 15:31  I protest by your rejoicing which I have in Christ Jesus our Lord, I die daily.

Joh 6:40  And this is the will of him that sent me, that every one which seeth the Son, and believeth on him, may have everlasting life: and I will raise him up at the last day. 
Rev 2:17  He that hath an ear, let him hear what, the Spirit, is saying unto the assemblies. Unto him that overcometh, I will give, unto him, of the hidden manna, and I will give unto him a white stone, and, upon the stone, a new name written, which, no one, knoweth, save he that receiveth it.
