John 7:50 to 8:12  – December 8, 2011

Joh 7:50  Nicodemus saith unto them, (he that came to Jesus by night, being one of them,) 

Joh 7:51  Doth our law judge any man, before it hear him, and know what he doeth? 

Joh 7:52  They answered and said unto him, Art thou also of Galilee? Search, and look: for out of Galilee ariseth no prophet. 

Joh 7:53  And every man went unto his own house. 

Joh 8:1  Jesus went unto the mount of Olives. 

Joh 8:2  And early in the morning he came again into the temple, and all the people came unto him; and he sat down, and taught them. 

Joh 8:3  And the scribes and Pharisees brought unto him a woman taken in adultery; and when they had set her in the midst, 

Joh 8:4  They say unto him, Master, this woman was taken in adultery, in the very act. 

Joh 8:5  Now Moses in the law commanded us, that such should be stoned: but what sayest thou? 

Joh 8:6  This they said, tempting him, that they might have to accuse him. But Jesus stooped down, and with his finger wrote on the ground, as though he heard them not. 

Joh 8:7  So when they continued asking him, he lifted up himself, and said unto them, He that is without sin among you, let him first cast a stone at her. 

Joh 8:8  And again he stooped down, and wrote on the ground. 

Joh 8:9  And they which heard it, being convicted by their own conscience, went out one by one, beginning at the eldest, even unto the last: and Jesus was left alone, and the woman standing in the midst. 

Joh 8:10  When Jesus had lifted up himself, and saw none but the woman, he said unto her, Woman, where are those thine accusers? hath no man condemned thee? 

Joh 8:11  She said, No man, Lord. And Jesus said unto her, Neither do I condemn thee: go, and sin no more. 

Joh 8:12  Then spake Jesus again unto them, saying, I am the light of the world: he that followeth me shall not walk in darkness, but shall have the light of life.
Joh 7:50  Nicodemus saith unto them, (he that came to Jesus by night, being one of them,) 

Nicodemus came by night to see Jesus as described in Joh 3:2 and we understand “by night” to mean blind, contending, wrestling, being perplexed with this ‘real’ Jesus. It is the state given to us while still in Babylon, while “being one of them”, the starting point where Christ comes in.

Joh 3:1-2  There was a man of the Pharisees, named Nicodemus, a ruler of the Jews:  The same came to Jesus by night, and said unto him, Rabbi, we know that thou art a teacher come from God: for no man can do these miracles that thou doest, except God be with him

Christ comes to us and begins His fiery work in us while we are yet in the darkness of deception and rebellion. He comes to us "in the night". [Excerpt from the “What is Night?” section of http://www.iswasandwillbe.com/Revelation_8_12__13_Fourth_trump.php]

Gen 14:15  And he divided himself against them, he and his servants, by night, and smote them, and pursued them unto Hobah, which is on the left hand of Damascus.

2Pe 3:10  But the day of the Lord will come as a thief in the night; in the which the heavens shall pass away with a great noise, and the elements shall melt with fervent heat, the earth also and the works that are therein shall be burned up.

Night: darkness, deceit, hypocrisy 'make the day dark with night' Exo 14:20 'we are not of the night' 1Th 5:5 [Excerpt from http://www.iswasandwillbe.com/words.php]
Joh 7:51  Doth our law judge any man, before it hear him, and know what he doeth? 

Nicodemus is siding with Christ here, having come to see Him. We know the answer to his question here as ‘yes’! We all do this, judging both unrighteously and before the time.

2Sa 24:14  And David said unto Gad, I am in a great strait: let us fall now into the hand of the LORD; for his mercies are great: and let me not fall into the hand of man. 

2Ch 1:10  Give me now wisdom and knowledge, that I may go out and come in before this people: for who can judge this thy people, that is so great?

Rom 14:10  But why dost thou judge thy brother? or why dost thou set at nought thy brother? for we shall all stand before the judgment seat of Christ. 

1Co 4:5  Therefore judge nothing before the time, until the Lord come, who both will bring to light the hidden things of darkness, and will make manifest the counsels of the hearts: and then shall every man have praise of God.

Joh 7:24  Judge not according to the appearance, but judge righteous judgment.
Joh 7:52  They answered and said unto him, Art thou also of Galilee? Search, and look: for out of Galilee ariseth no prophet. 

The Pharisees knew the Torah and knew that Jesus resided in Galilee. But it is apparent that they did not know that he was born in Bethelem and then returned to Nazareth. Nor was Christ given to explain, correct nor expound on these matters, allowing the blindness, to God’s purpose and counsel. Mat 23:23-24  Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye pay tithe of mint and anise and cummin, and have omitted the weightier matters of the law, judgment, mercy, and faith: these ought ye to have done, and not to leave the other undone. Ye blind guides, which strain at a gnat, and swallow a camel. 

Exo 4:11  And the LORD said unto him, Who hath made man's mouth? or who maketh the dumb, or deaf, or the seeing, or the blind? have not I the LORD? 

Isa 29:10  For the LORD hath poured out upon you the spirit of deep sleep, and hath closed your eyes: the prophets and your rulers, the seers hath he covered. 

Isa 42:19  Who is blind, but my servant? or deaf, as my messenger that I sent? who is blind as he that is perfect, and blind as the LORD'S servant?

Joh 9:39  And Jesus said, For judgment I am come into this world, that they which see not might see; and that they which see might be made blind 

Joh 12:40  He hath blinded their eyes, and hardened their heart; that they should not see with their eyes, nor understand with their heart, and be converted, and I should heal them.

Eph 1:11  In whom also we have obtained an inheritance, being predestinated according to the purpose of him who worketh all things after the counsel of his own will:

The Pharisees were both offended and threatened by Jesus, intimidated by His knowledge and authority, and how he was not a respecter of persons. Even those rulers who did believe on Him “did not confess him” “for they loved the praise of men more than the praise of God”.

Mat 12:14  Then the Pharisees went out, and held a council against him, how they might destroy him. 

Mat 15:12  Then came his disciples, and said unto him, Knowest thou that the Pharisees were offended, after they heard this saying? 

Joh 11:47-53  Then gathered the chief priests and the Pharisees a council, and said, What do we? for this man doeth many miracles. If we let him thus alone, all men will believe on him: and the Romans shall come and take away both our place and nation. And one of them, named Caiaphas, being the high priest that same year, said unto them, Ye know nothing at all, Nor consider that it is expedient for us, that one man should die for the people, and that the whole nation perish not. And this spake he not of himself: but being high priest that year, he prophesied that Jesus should die for that nation; And not for that nation only, but that also he should gather together in one the children of God that were scattered abroad. Then from that day forth they took counsel together for to put him to death. 
Jas 2:9  But if ye have respect to persons, ye commit sin, and are convinced of the law as transgressors.
Mat 9:18  While he spake these things unto them, behold, there came a certain ruler, and worshipped him, saying, My daughter is even now dead: but come and lay thy hand upon her, and she shall live. 

Joh 12:42-43  Nevertheless among the chief rulers also many believed on him; but because of the Pharisees they did not confess him, lest they should be put out of the synagogue: For they loved the praise of men more than the praise of God.

Mar 1:22  And they were astonished at his doctrine: for he taught them as one that had authority, and not as the scribes. 

Luk 4:36  And they were all amazed, and spake among themselves, saying, What a word is this! for with authority and power he commandeth the unclean spirits, and they come out.
It is interesting to note that Galilee was considered the most pagan of the Jewish provinces (see notes from November 24, Joh 7:41) and those in or near Jerusalem  considered themselves more biblically pure, yet Christ was brought up in that ‘pagan’ province and was rejected by the more ‘biblically pure’ of  Palistine’s provinces. As we look at where Christ came from, we understand that we are not to know Christ after the flesh, and that as far as the natural man see’s any man including Christ as the prophet has no honor coming from his own country.

Joh 1:46  And Nathanael said unto him, Can there any good thing come out of Nazareth? Philip saith unto him, Come and see. 

Joh 4:44  For Jesus himself testified, that a prophet hath no honour in his own country.

Joh 7:53  And every man went unto his own house.

Joh 8:1  Jesus went unto the mount of Olives.

We are divided before we are dragged to Christ. The image of every man unto his own house reminds us of the many false doctrines within us that will be removed only when God drags us to Christ. Only then do we dwell in Him who abides with the Father.

Rev 9:16  And the number of the army of the horsemen were two hundred thousand thousand: and I heard the number of them. 

Men on the horses signify the incredible power and inflence of the testimony and doctrines of this vast army which is within us.  [Excerpt from http://www.iswasandwillbe.com/Revelation_9_16__21_Horsemen.php]
Joh 6:44  No man can come to me, except the Father which hath sent me draw him: and I will raise him up at the last day.

Joh 14:10  Believest thou not that I am in the Father, and the Father in me? the words that I speak unto you I speak not of myself: but the Father that dwelleth in me, he doeth the works. 

2Jn 1:9  Whosoever transgresseth, and abideth not in the doctrine of Christ, hath not God. He that abideth in the doctrine of Christ, he hath both the Father and the Son.

Joh 8:1  Jesus went unto the mount of Olives. 

Joh 8:2  And early in the morning he came again into the temple, and all the people came unto him; and he sat down, and taught them. 

Joh 8:3  And the scribes and Pharisees brought unto him a woman taken in adultery; and when they had set her in the midst, 

Joh 8:4  They say unto him, Master, this woman was taken in adultery, in the very act. 

Joh 8:5  Now Moses in the law commanded us, that such should be stoned: but what sayest thou? 

Joh 8:6  This they said, tempting him, that they might have to accuse him. But Jesus stooped down, and with his finger wrote on the ground, as though he heard them not.

Joh 8:11  She said, No man, Lord. And Jesus said unto her, Neither do I condemn thee: go, and sin no more. 

Joh 8:12  Then spake Jesus again unto them, saying, I am the light of the world: he that followeth me shall not walk in darkness, but shall have the light of life.
This story of the woman caught in adultery who is brought before Jesus must be understood as each of us, in our spiritual fornication with all the false doctrine that will be brought to light and destroyed.

Eze 16:26  Thou hast also committed fornication with the Egyptians thy neighbours, great of flesh; and hast increased thy whoredoms, to provoke me to anger.

Rev 17:2  With whom the kings of the earth have committed fornication, and the inhabitants of the earth have been made drunk with the wine of her fornication.

Rev 19:2  For true and righteous are his judgments: for he hath judged the great whore, which did corrupt the earth with her fornication, and hath avenged the blood of his servants at her hand.

Rev 18:1  And after these things I saw another angel come down from heaven, having great power; and the earth was lightened with his glory. 

Rev 18:2  And he cried mightily with a strong voice, saying, Babylon the great is fallen, is fallen, and is become the habitation of devils, and the hold of every foul spirit, and a cage of every unclean and hateful bird.

Rev 18:8  Therefore shall her plagues come in one day, death, and mourning, and famine; and she shall be utterly burned with fire: for strong is the Lord God who judgeth her.
And we are also the Pharisees in our time,  pointing at the woman and not ourselves, but by Christ are brought to see ourselves for whom we all are.  

2Sa 12:5  And David's anger was greatly kindled against the man; and he said to Nathan, As the LORD liveth, the man that hath done this thing shall surely die: 

2Sa 12:6  And he shall restore the lamb fourfold, because he did this thing, and because he had no pity. 

2Sa 12:7  And Nathan said to David, Thou art the man. Thus saith the LORD God of Israel, I anointed thee king over Israel, and I delivered thee out of the hand of Saul; 

Jer 4:14  O Jerusalem, wash thine heart from wickedness, that thou mayest be saved. How long shall thy vain thoughts lodge within thee? 

Mat 23:26  Thou blind Pharisee, cleanse first that which is within the cup and platter, that the outside of them may be clean also.

We are the sick, the lame, the blind, the prodigal, the adultress, all the players before we come to know God and before we lose our first love and before Satan is cast down from (our) heavens.

Jer 31:8  Behold, I will bring them from the north country, and gather them from the coasts of the earth, and with them the blind and the lame, the woman with child and her that travaileth with child together: a great company shall return thither. 

Jer 31:9  They shall come with weeping, and with supplications will I lead them: I will cause them to walk by the rivers of waters in a straight way, wherein they shall not stumble: for I am a father to Israel, and Ephraim is my firstborn. 

Mat 15:30  And great multitudes came unto him, having with them those that were lame, blind, dumb, maimed, and many others, and cast them down at Jesus' feet; and he healed them: 

Mat 15:31  Insomuch that the multitude wondered, when they saw the dumb to speak, the maimed to be whole, the lame to walk, and the blind to see: and they glorified the God of Israel.

Rev 2:4  Nevertheless I have somewhat against thee, because thou hast left thy first love. 

Rev 2:5  Remember therefore from whence thou art fallen, and repent, and do the first works; or else I will come unto thee quickly, and will remove thy candlestick out of his place, except thou repent.

Luk 10:18  And he said unto them, I beheld Satan as lightning fall from heaven. 

Rev 12:9  And the great dragon was cast out, that old serpent, called the Devil, and Satan, which deceiveth the whole world: he was cast out into the earth, and his angels were cast out with him.

Just like the story of the Samaritan woman (Joh 4), Christ knew the hearts of these Pharisees too and brought them to look at their own consciences without condemning anyone. And so Christ speaks to us in this manner. There is a very stark contrast between God’s mercy and the lack of mercy that man has for each other. 

Mat 22:18  But Jesus perceived their wickedness, and said, Why tempt ye me, ye hypocrites? 

Joh 2:25  And needed not that any should testify of man: for he knew what was in man.

Jer 2:19  Thine own wickedness shall correct thee, and thy backslidings shall reprove thee: know therefore and see that it is an evil thing and bitter, that thou hast forsaken the LORD thy God, and that my fear is not in thee, saith the Lord GOD of hosts.

2Co 7:1  Having therefore these promises, dearly beloved, let us cleanse ourselves from all filthiness of the flesh and spirit, perfecting holiness in the fear of God. 

2Co 7:2  Receive us; we have wronged no man, we have corrupted no man, we have defrauded no man. 

2Co 7:3  I speak not this to condemn you: for I have said before, that ye are in our hearts to die and live with you.

Isa 55:7  Let the wicked forsake his way, and the unrighteous man his thoughts: and let him return unto the LORD, and he will have mercy upon him; and to our God, for he will abundantly pardon.

Isa 55:8  For my thoughts are not your thoughts, neither are your ways my ways, saith the LORD. 

Isa 55:9  For as the heavens are higher than the earth, so are my ways higher than your ways, and my thoughts than your thoughts.

Zec 7:9  Thus speaketh the LORD of hosts, saying, Execute true judgment, and shew mercy and compassions every man to his brother: 

Zec 7:10  And oppress not the widow, nor the fatherless, the stranger, nor the poor; and let none of you imagine evil against his brother in your heart. 

Zec 7:11  But they refused to hearken, and pulled away the shoulder, and stopped their ears, that they should not hear.

The promise that we hold onto is that we will, after this judgement as His followers, not walk in darkness any longer but shall have the light of life that is the sea of glass enabling us to see each other face to face with Christ in us.

Isa 59:9  Therefore is judgment far from us, neither doth justice overtake us: we wait for light, but behold obscurity; for brightness, but we walk in darkness. 

Joh 12:35  Then Jesus said unto them, Yet a little while is the light with you. Walk while ye have the light, lest darkness come upon you: for he that walketh in darkness knoweth not whither he goeth. 

Eph 5:6  Let no man deceive you with vain words: for because of these things cometh the wrath of God upon the children of disobedience. 

Eph 5:7  Be not ye therefore partakers with them. 

Eph 5:8  For ye were sometimes darkness, but now are ye light in the Lord: walk as children of light: 

1Jn 1:5  This then is the message which we have heard of him, and declare unto you, that God is light, and in him is no darkness at all. 

1Jn 1:6  If we say that we have fellowship with him, and walk in darkness, we lie, and do not the truth: 

1Jn 1:7  But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship one with another, and the blood of Jesus Christ his Son cleanseth us from all sin.

Rev 15:1  And I saw another sign in heaven, great and marvellous, seven angels having the seven last plagues; for in them is filled up the wrath of God. 

Rev 15:2  And I saw as it were a sea of glass mingled with fire: and them that had gotten the victory over the beast, and over his image, and over his mark, and over the number of his name, stand on the sea of glass, having the harps of God. 

1Co 13:12  For now we see through a glass, darkly; but then face to face: now I know in part; but then shall I know even as also I am known.

Rev 22:3  And there shall be no more curse: but the throne of God and of the Lamb shall be in it; and his servants shall serve him: 

Rev 22:4  And they shall see his face; and his name shall be in their foreheads. 

Rev 22:5  And there shall be no night there; and they need no candle, neither light of the sun; for the Lord God giveth them light: and they shall reign for ever and ever.

The correlation between Zechariah and the actions and words of Christ in these last couple of chapters of John are also something to think on.  Christ is fulfilling prophesy here too:

Judgement from the north, toward the east that is Christ: He judges righteous judgement and does not condemn us but removes the hinderances by making the valleys filled and the mountains brought low (Luk 3:5) by purifying the spiritual riches we are given as indicated by the south (south is signified as “prosperity” Gen 13:1-3, Gen 24:53-62 and ‘heat-related’ Job 37:17, Luk 12:55 Act 8:26)

Luk 3:5  Every valley shall be filled, and every mountain and hill shall be brought low; and the crooked shall be made straight, and the rough ways shall be made smooth;

Gen 13:1  And Abram went up out of Egypt, he, and his wife, and all that he had, and Lot with him, into the south. 

Gen 13:2  And Abram was very rich in cattle, in silver, and in gold. 

Gen 13:3  And he went on his journeys from the south even to Bethel, unto the place where his tent had been at the beginning, between Bethel and Hai;

Gen 24:53  And the servant brought forth jewels of silver, and jewels of gold, and raiment, and gave them to Rebekah: he gave also to her brother and to her mother precious things. 

Gen 24:54  And they did eat and drink, he and the men that were with him, and tarried all night; and they rose up in the morning, and he said, Send me away unto my master. 

Gen 24:55  And her brother and her mother said, Let the damsel abide with us a few days, at the least ten; after that she shall go. 

Gen 24:56  And he said unto them, Hinder me not, seeing the LORD hath prospered my way; send me away that I may go to my master. 

Gen 24:57  And they said, We will call the damsel, and enquire at her mouth. 

Gen 24:58  And they called Rebekah, and said unto her, Wilt thou go with this man? And she said, I will go. 

Gen 24:59  And they sent away Rebekah their sister, and her nurse, and Abraham's servant, and his men. 

Gen 24:60  And they blessed Rebekah, and said unto her, Thou art our sister, be thou the mother of thousands of millions, and let thy seed possess the gate of those which hate them. 

Gen 24:61  And Rebekah arose, and her damsels, and they rode upon the camels, and followed the man: and the servant took Rebekah, and went his way. 

Gen 24:62  And Isaac came from the way of the well Lahairoi; for he dwelt in the south country. 

Job 37:17  How thy garments are warm, when he quieteth the earth by the south wind?

Luk 12:55  And when ye see the south wind blow, ye say, There will be heat; and it cometh to pass.

Act 8:26  And the angel of the Lord spake unto Philip, saying, Arise, and go toward the south unto the way that goeth down from Jerusalem unto Gaza, which is desert.

In this section of the study we notice some striking similarities between the prophecy in Zec 14 and John 7-8. (As stated above) Judgement from the north, toward the east that is Christ: He judges righteous judgement and does not condemn us (Joh 8:11) but removes the hinderances by making the valleys filled and the mountains brought low (Luk 3:5) by purifying the spiritual riches we are given as indicated by the south (south is signified as “prosperity” Gen 13:1-3, Gen 24:53-62 and ‘heat-related’ Job 37:17, Luk 12:55 Act 8:26)

Compare:

Zec 14:3  Then shall the LORD go forth, and fight against those nations, as when he fought in the day of battle. [he that is without sin…  cast a stone… and they all left; Jesus wins the battle for us against our accusers] 

Zec 14:4  And his feet shall stand in that day upon the mount of Olives, which is before Jerusalem on the east, and the mount of Olives shall cleave in the midst thereof toward the east and toward the west, and there shall be a very great valley; and half of the mountain shall remove toward the north, and half of it toward the south. 

Zec 14:5  And ye shall flee to the valley of the mountains; for the valley of the mountains shall reach unto Azal: yea, ye shall flee, like as ye fled from before the earthquake in the days of Uzziah king of Judah: and the LORD my God shall come, and all the saints with thee.

To:

Joh 8:1  Jesus went unto the mount of Olives. 
Joh 8:7  So when they continued asking him, he lifted up himself, and said unto them [those nations the LORD will fight against], He that is without sin among you, let him first cast a stone at her. 

Joh 8:8  And again he stooped down, and wrote on the ground. 

Joh 8:9  And they which heard it, being convicted by their own conscience, went out one by one, beginning at the eldest, even unto the last: and Jesus was left alone, and the woman standing in the midst. 

Joh 8:10  When Jesus had lifted up himself, and saw none but the woman, he said unto her, Woman, where are those thine accusers? hath no man condemned thee? 

Joh 8:11  She said, No man, Lord. And Jesus said unto her, Neither do I condemn thee: go, and sin no more. 

Our flesh resists and flees before the necessary earthquakes (Zec 14:5)  in our lives where Christ shows us who we are (“convicted by conscience”of Joh 8:9) and Christ comes with we who follow him (Joh 8:12 and all the saints of Zec 14:5) who shall have the light of life (Joh 8:12), which is this “one day” of Zec 14:6-7:

Joh 8:9  And they which heard it, being convicted by their own conscience, went out one by one, beginning at the eldest, even unto the last: and Jesus was left alone, and the woman standing in the midst

Zec 14:5  And ye shall flee to the valley of the mountains; for the valley of the mountains shall reach unto Azal: yea, ye shall flee, like as ye fled from before the earthquake in the days of Uzziah king of Judah: and the LORD my God shall come, and all the saints with thee.
Joh 8:12  Then spake Jesus again unto them, saying, I am the light of the world: he that followeth me shall not walk in darkness, but shall have the light of life
Zec 14:6  And it shall come to pass in that day, that the light shall not be clear, nor dark: 

Zec 14:7  But it shall be one day which shall be known to the LORD, not day, nor night: but it shall come to pass, that at evening time it shall be light. 

And this “one day” is the last day, the great day of the feast where we find the living waters, Life itself in the “one Lord and his name one”

Joh 7:37  In the last day, that great day of the feast, Jesus stood and cried, saying, If any man thirst, let him come unto me, and drink. 

Joh 7:38  He that believeth on me, as the scripture hath said, out of his belly shall flow rivers of living water. 

Zec 14:8  And it shall be in that day, that living waters shall go out from Jerusalem; half of them toward the former sea, and half of them toward the hinder sea: in summer and in winter shall it be. 

Zec 14:9  And the LORD shall be king over all the earth: in that day shall there be one LORD, and his name one. 

Joh 10:27  My sheep hear my voice, and I know them, and they follow me: 

Joh 10:28  And I give unto them eternal life; and they shall never perish, neither shall any man pluck them out of my hand. 

Joh 10:29  My Father, which gave them me, is greater than all; and no man is able to pluck them out of my Father's hand. 

Joh 10:30  I and my Father are one.
