John 8:31 to 8:41 – December 29, 2011
Joh 8:31  Then said Jesus to those Jews which believed on him, If ye continue in my word, then are ye my disciples indeed; 

Joh 8:32  And ye shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free. 

Joh 8:33  They answered him, We be Abraham's seed, and were never in bondage to any man: how sayest thou, Ye shall be made free? 

Joh 8:34  Jesus answered them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Whosoever committeth sin is the servant of sin. 

Joh 8:35  And the servant abideth not in the house for ever: but the Son abideth ever. 

Joh 8:36  If the Son therefore shall make you free, ye shall be free indeed. 

Joh 8:37  I know that ye are Abraham's seed; but ye seek to kill me, because my word hath no place in you. 

Joh 8:38  I speak that which I have seen with my Father: and ye do that which ye have seen with your father. 

Joh 8:39  They answered and said unto him, Abraham is our father. Jesus saith unto them, If ye were Abraham's children, ye would do the works of Abraham. 

Joh 8:40  But now ye seek to kill me, a man that hath told you the truth, which I have heard of God: this did not Abraham.

Joh 8:31  Then said Jesus to those Jews which believed on him, If ye continue in my word, then are ye my disciples indeed; 

Joh 8:32  And ye shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free. 

These two verses really witness against the so-called “10-second sinner’s prayer”. We must continue in the Word – a process where false doctrine is burned out, where the destruction of the flesh takes place. 

Rom 9:22  What if God, willing to shew his wrath, and to make his power known, endured with much longsuffering the vessels of wrath fitted to destruction:

2Th 2:3  Let no man deceive you by any means: for that day shall not come, except there come a falling away first, and that man of sin be revealed, the son of perdition;

Rev 17:11  And the beast that was, and is not, even he is the eighth, and is of the seven, and goeth into perdition.

Joh 8:33  They answered him, We be Abraham's seed, and were never in bondage to any man: how sayest thou, Ye shall be made free? 

Joh 8:34  Jesus answered them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Whosoever committeth sin is the servant of sin. 

Joh 8:35  And the servant abideth not in the house for ever: but the Son abideth ever. 

Joh 8:36  If the Son therefore shall make you free, ye shall be free indeed.
We see in these verses what that process is about. We all start as servants of sin, of our Father the devil. We have no Truth of ourselves – we have opinions in the court. We must labour in the Word. It is God who gives us the ability to see, be dragged, and continue in truth which is what it takes to make us disciples indeed. 

Joh 8:44  Ye are of your father the devil, and the lusts of your father ye will do. He was a murderer from the beginning, and abode not in the truth, because there is no truth in him. When he speaketh a lie, he speaketh of his own: for he is a liar, and the father of it.
Joh 6:27  Labour not for the meat which perisheth, but for that meat which endureth unto everlasting life, which the Son of man shall give unto you: for him hath God the Father sealed.

Mat 13:11  He answered and said unto them, Because it is given unto you to know the mysteries of the kingdom of heaven, but to them it is not given.

Joh 6:44  No man can come to me, except the Father which hath sent me draw him: and I will raise him up at the last day.
Joh 8:31  Then said Jesus to those Jews which believed on him, If ye continue in my word, then are ye my disciples indeed;

While in the court as “Abraham’s seed” , we are yet carnal and still looking to physical lineage, where the law for the lawless is our schoolmaster. We grow from just  “talking the talk” to “walking the walk” as Christ brings us to see that it is Him who is doing the works within us. He works within us both to will and to do of the Fathers perfect will, and it is a process that can only be accomplished by being brought into subjection unto His will by way of suffering which causes us to cease from sinning and enables us to no longer live to the will of men (the first Adam), but rather to the will of our Father by way of Jesus Christ, (the second Adam) within us.

1Ti 1:8  But we know that the law is good, if a man use it lawfully; 

1Ti 1:9  Knowing this, that the law is not made for a righteous man, but for the lawless and disobedient, for the ungodly and for sinners, for unholy and profane, for murderers of fathers and murderers of mothers, for manslayers, 

1Ti 1:10  For whoremongers, for them that defile themselves with mankind, for menstealers, for liars, for perjured persons, and if there be any other thing that is contrary to sound doctrine; 
Gal 3:24  Wherefore the law was our schoolmaster to bring us unto Christ, that we might be justified by faith. 

Gal 3:25  But after that faith is come, we are no longer under a schoolmaster. 

Rom 2:13  (For not the hearers of the law are just before God, but the doers of the law shall be justified.

Php 2:13  For it is God which worketh in you both to will and to do of his good pleasure.

Rev 3:19  As many as I love, I rebuke and chasten: be zealous therefore, and repent. 
1Pe 4:1  Forasmuch then as Christ hath suffered for us in the flesh, arm yourselves likewise with the same mind: for he that hath suffered in the flesh hath ceased from sin; 
1Pe 4:2  That he no longer should live the rest of his time in the flesh to the lusts of men, but to the will of God.
Joh 8:33  They answered him, We be Abraham's seed, and were never in bondage to any man: how sayest thou, Ye shall be made free? 

We now know that our self-righteousnesses are impossible to be dragged out of. The obvious wood, hay and stubble we are given to repent of is easier to see but our flesh still wants that gold star and pat on the back for what we feel we have accomplished to some degree more or less. These are our righteousnesses that need to be crushed.  While in the court we don’t see the need to be made free from this spirit, but rather we declare “haven’t we done many wonderful works in your name”, and the ‘haven’t we’ (free moral agency) part of this statement keeps the beast on the throne within our hearts which we can’t make war against unless the Lord sets us free.

Isa 64:6  But we are all as an unclean thing, and all our righteousnesses are as filthy rags; and we all do fade as a leaf; and our iniquities, like the wind, have taken us away.

Eze 33:13  When I shall say to the righteous, that he shall surely live; if he trust to his own righteousness, and commit iniquity, all his righteousnesses shall not be remembered; but for his iniquity that he hath committed, he shall die for it. 
1Co 3:12  Now if any man build upon this foundation gold, silver, precious stones, wood, hay, stubble;
 Mat 21:44  And whosoever shall fall on this stone shall be broken: but on whomsoever it shall fall, it will grind him to powder.
Mat 7:22  Many will say to me in that day, Lord, Lord, have we not prophesied in thy name? and in thy name have cast out devils? and in thy name done many wonderful works? 
Rev 13:4  And they worshipped the dragon which gave power unto the beast: and they worshipped the beast, saying, Who is like unto the beast? who is able to make war with him?  
Joh 8:36  If the Son therefore shall make you free, ye shall be free indeed

This bondage that we do not see while still under the law for the lawless is actually what we see as our liberty because we are confident in that law that promises physical blessings and a heritage. We are at this point in our walk looking down on the Gentiles that we see around us who do not have this promise as far as we can see physically, in the letter of the law of Moses (1Ti 1:9). We are slaves to sin at this point in our walk and slaves to the law of sin and death which is in our members. This part of our walk is the bondservant church of the earthly Jerusalem, and the shadow and ensample of that greater liberty which is the law of Christ,  represented as new Jerusalem which is above and mother of us all. 

Deu 28:3  Blessed shalt thou be in the city, and blessed shalt thou be in the field. 

Deu 28:4  Blessed shall be the fruit of thy body, and the fruit of thy ground, and the fruit of thy cattle, the increase of thy kine, and the flocks of thy sheep. 
Deu 28:5  Blessed shall be thy basket and thy store. 

Deu 28:6  Blessed shalt thou be when thou comest in, and blessed shalt thou be when thou goest out. 
Deu 28:7  The LORD shall cause thine enemies that rise up against thee to be smitten before thy face: they shall come out against thee one way, and flee before thee seven ways. 
Rom 7:23  But I see another law in my members, warring against the law of my mind, and bringing me into captivity to the law of sin which is in my members.

Gen 21:10  Wherefore she said unto Abraham, Cast out this bondwoman and her son: for the son of this bondwoman shall not be heir with my son, even with Isaac. 

Jas 1:25  But whoso looketh into the perfect law of liberty, and continueth therein, he being not a forgetful hearer, but a doer of the work, this man shall be blessed in his deed.

Gal 4:25  For this Agar is mount Sinai in Arabia, and answereth to Jerusalem which now is, and is in bondage with her children. 
Gal 4:26  But Jerusalem which is above is free, which is the mother of us all.

Again by God’s grace we now see that we were at that time Agar who was in bondage by way of that law of sin and death (Gal 4:25-26). Our flesh answers to men at this point in our walk and we are not yet liberated from the Nicolaitan spirit which we all must overcome by being solely led by Christ and no longer controlled by the will of the first Adam within (ourselves) or without (all the world).

Gal 1:10  For do I now persuade men, or God? or do I seek to please men? for if I yet pleased men, I should not be the servant of Christ. 
Rev 2:15  So hast thou also them that hold the doctrine of the Nicolaitans, [Meaning 'Nico' - rule, 'laitans' - laity] which thing I hate. 
Rom 8:14  For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, they are the sons of God.
Joh 8:34  Jesus answered them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Whosoever committeth sin is the servant of sin. 

We all commit sin. This is all of us. We not only live in this sinful flesh, we were also made to be ‘sinning machines’. Only Christ can set us free from the beastly nature we all possess and that can only be accomplished by having the seven vials poured out upon our temple (our flesh).

Rom 3:23  For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God;

Rev 15:7  And one of the four beasts gave unto the seven angels seven golden vials full of the wrath of God, who liveth for ever and ever. 
1Co 3:16  Know ye not that ye are the temple of God, and that the Spirit of God dwelleth in you? 
Joh 8:35  And the servant abideth not in the house for ever: but the Son abideth ever. 

Joh 8:36  If the Son therefore shall make you free, ye shall be free indeed.

The servant who represents our time of bondage under the law won’t abide for ever in these temporary earthen vessels, which is another way of saying that  “the heir, as long as he is a child, differeth nothing from a servant, though he be lord of all;”.  We shall be free indeed if the Son of God sets us free – The ‘abideth ever’ in this verse is speaking of the end of the age, the (aion, generation). Verse 36 speaks loudly of universal salvation and yet we read right over these promises before we are given the eyes to see them.

Gal 4:1  Now I say, That the heir, as long as he is a child, differeth nothing from a servant, though he be lord of all;

Joh 8:36  If the Son therefore shall make you free, ye shall be free indeed.

Joh 8:37  I know that ye are Abraham's seed; but ye seek to kill me, because my word hath no place in you. 

Joh 8:38  I speak that which I have seen with my Father: and ye do that which ye have seen with your father. 

Christ tells us even if we hate our brother without a cause that we have a murderous spirit. We all seek to kill Christ because that is what is in our flesh by nature even if we don’t see it. All flesh has the potential to commit every sin and therefore all the sin of the world is in our flesh and God is the one who decides how our life will play out, how we will manifestly live our lives which are all guilty of the blood of the prophets from Abel to Zachariah. Christ knows this is in His flesh too as he knows the heart of man. Flesh is death and sin, it is temporary and outside the Truth that sets us free. Christ in us is the hope of glory that enables us to “speak that which I have seen with my Father” (verse 38).

1Jn 3:15  Whosoever hateth his brother is a murderer: and ye know that no murderer hath eternal life abiding in him. 
The words of this black horse in our lives has been spoken, and Christ "will not repent, neither turn back from" the words of this revelation which we must keep, live and observe. It so happens that this revelation requires that we must come to see ourselves as those who have crucified our own Lord in the city of His own people.

Luk 13:33  Nevertheless I must walk to day, and to morrow, and the day following: for it cannot be that a prophet perish out of Jerusalem. 
Luk 13:34  O Jerusalem, Jerusalem, which killest the prophets, and stonest them that are sent unto thee; how often would I have gathered thy children together, as a hen doth gather her brood under her wings, and ye would not! 

Christ will never gather us under His wings until we see ourselves as those who helped to nail Him to His cross; until we see that we are that city wherein all prophets must die. Excerp taken from http://www.iswasandwillbe.com/Revelation_6_5__8_Last_2_Four_Horsemen.php
1Jn 2:16  For all that is in the world, the lust of the flesh, and the lust of the eyes, and the pride of life, is not of the Father, but is of the world. 
Mat 23:35  That upon you may come all the righteous blood shed upon the earth, from the blood of righteous Abel unto the blood of Zacharias son of Barachias, whom ye slew between the temple and the altar.

Joh 2:25  And needed not that any should testify of man: for he knew what was in man. 
1Co 15:50  Now this I say, brethren, that flesh and blood cannot inherit the kingdom of God; neither doth corruption inherit incorruption.
Joh 8:39  They answered and said unto him, Abraham is our father. Jesus saith unto them, If ye were Abraham's children, ye would do the works of Abraham. 

Joh 8:40  But now ye seek to kill me, a man that hath told you the truth, which I have heard of God: this did not Abraham. 

Joh 8:41  Ye do the deeds of your father. Then said they to him, We be not born of fornication; we have one Father, even God.
The works of Abraham are a shadow of the faith of Christ that will imbue us. Abraham was being worked with, and was kept from an outward manifestation of the murder in our hearts to kill Christ, but he was still of his father the Devil. He was directed with the Spirit of God upon him (not within him) and was given to lean on the Spirit rather than on the flesh. Abraham is a type (tupos, ensample) of us who know Christ, not for them but for us.

1Co 10:11  Now all these things happened unto them for ensamples [tupos: “type”]: and they are written for our admonition, upon whom the ends of the world are come. 

1Pe 1:12  Unto whom it was revealed, that not unto themselves, but unto us they did minister the things, which are now reported unto you by them that have preached the gospel unto you with the Holy Ghost sent down from heaven; which things the angels desire to look into.

We must be born again with Christ in us, to live. Yet while we are in the court, we see this miracle of Christ within others as fornication: in verse 41 the Pharisees make sure to tell Christ that they were not born of fornication. The court (many called) thinks of the elect that they see as having committed spiritual fornication for not staying with them in Babylon. 

1Pe 1:23  Being born again, not of corruptible seed, but of incorruptible, by the word of God, which liveth and abideth for ever. 

1Pe 1:24  For all flesh is as grass, and all the glory of man as the flower of grass. The grass withereth, and the flower thereof falleth away:

Isa 7:14  Therefore the Lord himself shall give you a sign; Behold, a virgin shall conceive, and bear a son, and shall call his name Immanuel. 

Luk 1:31  And, behold, thou shalt conceive in thy womb, and bring forth a son, and shalt call his name JESUS. 

Rom 9:7  Neither, because they are the seed of Abraham, are they all children: but, In Isaac shall thy seed be called. 

Rom 9:8  That is, They which are the children of the flesh, these are not the children of God: but the children of the promise are counted for the seed. 

Rev 22:7  Behold, I come quickly: blessed is he that keepeth the sayings of the prophecy of this book.
