John 11:1-24  – March 8, 2012

Joh 11:1  Now a certain man was sick, named Lazarus, of Bethany, the town of Mary and her sister Martha. 

Joh 11:2  (It was that Mary which anointed the Lord with ointment, and wiped his feet with her hair, whose brother Lazarus was sick.) 

Joh 11:3  Therefore his sisters sent unto him, saying, Lord, behold, he whom thou lovest is sick. 

Joh 11:4  When Jesus heard that, he said, This sickness is not unto death, but for the glory of God, that the Son of God might be glorified thereby. 

Joh 11:5  Now Jesus loved Martha, and her sister, and Lazarus. 

Joh 11:6  When he had heard therefore that he was sick, he abode two days still in the same place where he was. 

Joh 11:7  Then after that saith he to his disciples, Let us go into Judaea again. 

Joh 11:8  His disciples say unto him, Master, the Jews of late sought to stone thee; and goest thou thither again? 

Joh 11:9  Jesus answered, Are there not twelve hours in the day? If any man walk in the day, he stumbleth not, because he seeth the light of this world. 

Joh 11:10  But if a man walk in the night, he stumbleth, because there is no light in him. 

Joh 11:11  These things said he: and after that he saith unto them, Our friend Lazarus sleepeth; but I go, that I may awake him out of sleep. 

Joh 11:12  Then said his disciples, Lord, if he sleep, he shall do well. 

Joh 11:13  Howbeit Jesus spake of his death: but they thought that he had spoken of taking of rest in sleep. 

Joh 11:14  Then said Jesus unto them plainly, Lazarus is dead. 

Joh 11:15  And I am glad for your sakes that I was not there, to the intent ye may believe; nevertheless let us go unto him. 

Joh 11:16  Then said Thomas, which is called Didymus, unto his fellowdisciples, Let us also go, that we may die with him. 

Joh 11:17  Then when Jesus came, he found that he had lain in the grave four days already. 

Joh 11:18  Now Bethany was nigh unto Jerusalem, about fifteen furlongs off: 

Joh 11:19  And many of the Jews came to Martha and Mary, to comfort them concerning their brother. 

Joh 11:20  Then Martha, as soon as she heard that Jesus was coming, went and met him: but Mary sat still in the house. 

Joh 11:21  Then said Martha unto Jesus, Lord, if thou hadst been here, my brother had not died. 

Joh 11:22  But I know, that even now, whatsoever thou wilt ask of God, God will give it thee. 

Joh 11:23  Jesus saith unto her, Thy brother shall rise again. 

Joh 11:24  Martha saith unto him, I know that he shall rise again in the resurrection at the last day.

Chapter 10 lays the groundwork for this 11th chapter as it speaks of Christ being the good shepherd and the door so “he [any man] shall be saved”.  Although we don’t understand His parables at this stage in our walk, He is telling us that He is the Resurrection and that there is salvation for all men through Him and those whom He sends that the Father has dragged to Him; in other words, He is the gate for the shepherds that we are. He is the power, given him of His Father to raise life from death and we are that channel.

Joh 10:9  I am the door: by me if any man enter in, he shall be saved, and shall go in and out, and find pasture. 

Joh 10:11  I am the good shepherd: the good shepherd giveth his life for the sheep.

Joh 10:17  Therefore doth my Father love me, because I lay down my life, that I might take it again. 

Joh 10:18  No man taketh it from me, but I lay it down of myself. I have power to lay it down, and I have power to take it again. This commandment have I received of my Father. 

Joh 6:44  No man can come to me, except the Father which hath sent me draw him: and I will raise him up at the last day.

Joh 10:2  But he that entereth in by the door is the shepherd of the sheep. 

Joh 10:7  Then said Jesus unto them again, Verily, verily, I say unto you, I am the door of the sheep.

Joh 10:18  No man taketh it from me, but I lay it down of myself. I have power to lay it down, and I have power to take it again. This commandment have I received of my Father.

Php 3:10  That I may know him, and the power of his resurrection, and the fellowship of his sufferings, being made conformable unto his death;

Oba 1:21  And saviours shall come up on mount Zion to judge the mount of Esau; and the kingdom shall be the LORD'S.

With those points in mind, we turn to Chapter 11 with the account of Lazarus being raised from the dead.  We note that John’s is the only book that includes the recounting of this event, and note that commentators use a  very natural and physical explanation for it. The following is a example of that mindset: 

“St. John, who seldom relates any thing but what the other evangelists have omitted, does not tell us what gave rise to that familiar acquaintance and friendship that subsisted between our Lord and this family. It is surprising that the other evangelists have omitted so remarkable an account as this is, in which some of the finest traits in our Lord’s character are exhibited. The conjecture of Grotius has a good deal of weight. He thinks that the other three evangelists wrote their histories during the life of Lazarus; and that they did not mention him for fear of exciting the malice of the Jews against him. And indeed we find, from Joh_12:10, that they sought to put Lazarus to death also, that our Lord might not have one monument of his power and goodness remaining in the land. Probably both Lazarus and his sisters were dead before St. John wrote.” [Excerpt from Adam Clarke’s Commentary on the Bible]

But we know that the natural man is not given to spiritual discernment, and also that we are not to think above that which is written nor add or take away from it, which would accomplish the same wrong end. We look to the Word of God for the answer as to why John is the one given to recount this story.

1Co 2:14  But the natural man receiveth not the things of the Spirit of God: for they are foolishness unto him: neither can he know them, because they are spiritually discerned.

1Co 4:6  And these things, brethren, I have in a figure transferred to myself and to Apollos for your sakes; that ye might learn in us not to think of men above that which is written, that no one of you be puffed up for one against another.

Rev 22:18  For I testify unto every man that heareth the words of the prophecy of this book, If any man shall add unto these things, God shall add unto him the plagues that are written in this book: 

Rev 22:19  And if any man shall take away from the words of the book of this prophecy, God shall take away his part out of the book of life, and out of the holy city, and from the things which are written in this book.

“The gospel of John is the face of a flying eagle, and approaches the revelation of Jesus Christ from that perspective. There is not even the thought of His physical genealogy, either from King David or from Adam. The entire perspective is from a much higher plane. It is the perspective of "a flying eagle".

… the four faces of these four living creatures show us who is Christ as He is presented to us in the four gospels. Matthew presents Christ as "the lion of the tribe of Judah." Matthew traces Christ's linage only to Abraham, with the emphasis being on the fact that Christ came out of Judah, and is "the son of David." As such Matthew shows us Jesus as "the lion."

Mark presents Christ to us as the tireless, powerful, wealth-building ox. This gospel is typified by the use of the phrases "and immediately... and straightway." Mark is the ox.

Luke, the only gospel writer who is not a physical Jew, presents Christ to us as "the Son of Man." It is Luke who traces Christ's genealogy all the way back to the very first man, Adam. The phrase "the Son of Man" is in this gospel many more times than the phrase the Son of God. Luke is the man.

The gospel of John gives us the view of Christ from the heavens. John is not a synoptic gospel and concerns itself entirely with spiritual principles and spiritual realities. John is the eagle.”

And here are the seven miracles recorded in John’s book, shown with excerpts to discern why Lazarus’ story is the last (7th) miracle recorded there, and not recorded in the other 3 gospel accounts:

Miracle 1 (Water Into Wine … 2:1-11), 

Joh 2:1  And the third day there was a marriage in Cana of Galilee; and the mother of Jesus was there: Joh 2:2  And both Jesus was called, and his disciples, to the marriage.

Miracle 2 (Healing the Official’s Son … 4:46-54), 

Joh 4:46  So Jesus came again into Cana of Galilee, where he made the water wine. And there was a certain nobleman, whose son was sick at Capernaum. Joh 4:52  Then enquired he of them the hour when he began to amend. And they said unto him, Yesterday at the seventh hour the fever[G4446: ‘inflamed’ -  from G4445 which is from G4443  which is from G4442, the “fire” spoken of in many places including 1Pe 1:7] left him.

Miracle 3 (The Healing at the Pool of Bethesda … 5:1-9),  

Joh 5:2  Now there is at Jerusalem by the sheep  [G4262 prob-at-ik-os' From G4263; relating to sheep, that is, (a gate) through which they were led into Jerusalem: - sheep (market)] market a pool, which is called in the Hebrew tongue Bethesda, having five porches.

Miracle 4 (The feeding of the 5000 … 6:1-14), 

Joh 6:12  When they were filled, he said unto his disciples, Gather up the fragments that remain, that nothing be lost.

Miracle 5 (Walking on the Water … 6:16-21), 

Joh 6:21  Then they willingly received him into the ship: and immediately the ship was at the land whither they went.

Miracle 6 (Healing The Man Born Blind … 9:1-41), 

Joh 9:3  Jesus answered, Neither hath this man sinned, nor his parents: but that the works of God should be made manifest in him. Joh 9:35  Jesus heard that they had cast him out; and when he had found him, he said unto him, Dost thou believe on the Son of God?

Miracle 7 (Raising Lazarus From The Dead … 11:1-44).

Joh 11:15  And I am glad for your sakes that I was not there, to the intent ye may believe; nevertheless let us go unto him. Joh 11:25  Jesus said unto her, I am the resurrection, and the life: he that believeth in me, though he were dead, yet shall he live: 

Joh 11:26  And whosoever liveth and believeth in me shall never die. Believest thou this?

John uses this word ‘Believe’ (whether in belief or unbelief) 52 of the 85 times it is used in the 4 Gospels (KJV) and the spiritual significance of the number seven is shown to us as the number of completion, especially of Judgment, as http://www.iswasandwillbe.com/judgement.php explains.  With that in mind we can now see from the eagle’s view that John is giving us encouragement in our walk of fiery trials now, to know that we will ALL be saved and that we are the channel by which the Father sees fit to fulfil His great plan.

1Jn 5:13  These things have I written unto you that believe on the name of the Son of God; that ye may know that ye have eternal life, and that ye may believe on the name of the Son of God.

1Co 15:16  For if the dead rise not, then is not Christ raised: 

1Co 15:17  And if Christ be not raised, your faith is vain; ye are yet in your sins. 

1Co 15:18  Then they also which are fallen asleep in Christ are perished.

Rev 1:3  Blessed is he that readeth, and they that hear the words of this prophecy, and keep those things which are written therein: for the time is at hand.

1Co 15:58  Therefore, my beloved brethren, be ye stedfast, unmoveable, always abounding in the work of the Lord, forasmuch as ye know that your labour is not in vain in the Lord.

1Pe 4:17  For the time is come that judgment must begin at the house of God: and if it first begin at us, what shall the end be of them that obey not the gospel of God?

Joh 11:1  Now a certain man was sick, named Lazarus, of Bethany, the town of Mary and her sister Martha. 

Joh 11:2  (It was that Mary which anointed the Lord with ointment, and wiped his feet with her hair, whose brother Lazarus was sick.) 

Joh 11:3  Therefore his sisters sent unto him, saying, Lord, behold, he whom thou lovest is sick. 

Joh 11:4  When Jesus heard that, he said, This sickness is not unto death, but for the glory of God, that the Son of God might be glorified thereby. 

Joh 11:5  Now Jesus loved Martha, and her sister, and Lazarus. 

Note the word ‘love’ in verse 5 (G25 agapaō) compared to verse 3 (G5368 phileō). We look to Rev 3:19 to understand the difference. When Christ sets his Love on us (first), we will be chastened and learn obedience by the things we suffer. 

G5368  phileō  From G5384; to be a friend to (fond of [an individual or an object]), that is, have affection for (denoting personal attachment, as a matter of sentiment or feeling; while G25 is wider, embracing especially the judgment and the deliberate assent of the will as a matter of principle, duty and propriety: the two thus stand related very much as G2309 and G1014, or as G2372 and G3563 respectively; the former being chiefly of the heart and the latter of the head); specifically to kiss (as a mark of tenderness): - kiss, love.

It is one thing to show agape, unconditional love for all men; it is quite another thing to have a personal love for someone you know personally and admire in every way and love to be around. [Excerpt from http://www.iswasandwillbe.com/What_Is_The_Difference_Between_Agapao_And_Phileo.php]

Mal 1:2  I have loved you, saith the LORD. Yet ye say, Wherein hast thou loved us? Was not Esau Jacob's brother? saith the LORD: yet I loved Jacob, 

Rev 3:19  As many as I love G5368[phileo], I rebuke and chasten: be zealous therefore, and repent.

Heb 5:8  Though he were a Son, yet learned he obedience by the things which he suffered;

The Father sets His eyes and His Love on us first: we who are sick and dying and are being dragged to Christ by the Father. We know that spiritually, death is sin and we know that death is temporary. So, we who are given to die daily, who are drawn to Christ by the Father, will aim for that blessed and holy first resurrection.

Luk 17:17  And Jesus answering said, Were there not ten cleansed? but where are the nine? 

Luk 17:18  There are not found that returned to give glory to God, save this stranger. 

Luk 17:19  And he said unto him, Arise, go thy way: thy faith hath made thee whole. 

Rom 3:23  For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God; 

Rom 6:23  For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord. 

Luk 20:38  For he is not a God of the dead, but of the living: for all live unto him. 

2Co 4:18  While we look not at the things which are seen, but at the things which are not seen: for the things which are seen are temporal; but the things which are not seen are eternal.

Rev 20:6  Blessed and holy is he that hath part in the first resurrection: on such the second death hath no power, but they shall be priests of God and of Christ, and shall reign with him a thousand years.

Those whom Christ sets his Love on are those whom He prays for and we learn that we too do not pray for those who have been turned over to Satan for the destruction of the flesh. Just as we learn from the story of Job, although he cries out, the old man in him must die. It is for the good because we know that flesh and blood cannot inherit the kingdom and once that old man dies, there will be but one man, the 2nd Adam, left standing.

Joh 17:9  I pray for them: I pray not for the world, but for them which thou hast given me; for they are thine. 

Joh 17:10  And all mine are thine, and thine are mine; and I am glorified in them.

1Jn 5:16  If any man see his brother sin a sin which is not unto death, he shall ask, and he shall give him life for them that sin not unto death. There is a sin unto death: I do not say that he shall pray for it. 

1Jn 5:17  All unrighteousness is sin: and there is a sin not unto death. 

Jer 7:16  Therefore pray not thou for this people, neither lift up cry nor prayer for them, neither make intercession to me: for I will not hear thee. 

Jer 11:14  Therefore pray not thou for this people, neither lift up a cry or prayer for them: for I will not hear them in the time that they cry unto me for their trouble.

1Co 5:5  To deliver such an one unto Satan for the destruction of the flesh, that the spirit may be saved in the day of the Lord Jesus.

Job 1:12  And the LORD said unto Satan, Behold, all that he hath is in thy power; only upon himself put not forth thine hand. So Satan went forth from the presence of the LORD.

1Co 15:50  Now this I say, brethren, that flesh and blood cannot inherit the kingdom of God; neither doth corruption inherit incorruption.

1Co 10:17  For we being many are one bread, and one body: for we are all partakers of that one bread.

Rom 6:6  Knowing this, that our old man is crucified with him, that the body of sin might be destroyed, that henceforth we should not serve sin. 

Rom 6:7  For he that is dead is freed from sin. 

Rom 6:8  Now if we be dead with Christ, we believe that we shall also live with him: 

Rom 6:9  Knowing that Christ being raised from the dead dieth no more; death hath no more dominion over him.

Joh 11:6  When he had heard therefore that he was sick, he abode two days still in the same place where he was. 

Joh 11:7  Then after that saith he to his disciples, Let us go into Judaea again. 

Joh 11:8  His disciples say unto him, Master, the Jews of late sought to stone thee; and goest thou thither again? 

Joh 11:9  Jesus answered, Are there not twelve hours in the day? If any man walk in the day, he stumbleth not, because he seeth the light of this world. 

Joh 11:10  But if a man walk in the night, he stumbleth, because there is no light in him. 

We understand that God’s timing is perfect and that we are called to wait on the Lord. Christ’s waiting two more days is a witness to that timing, that obedience, and that call for us to follow in His steps. 

Jas 1:4  But let patience have her perfect work, that ye may be perfect and entire, wanting nothing.

Jas 1:17  Every good gift and every perfect gift is from above, and cometh down from the Father of lights, with whom is no variableness, neither shadow of turning.

Heb 5:8  Though he were a Son, yet learned he obedience by the things which he suffered;

Joh 10:27  My sheep hear my voice, and I know them, and they follow me:

We also notice the reference to 12 hours in a day. 12 is symbolic of Christ as our sure foundation, when we no longer stumble in the dark. It is the brightness of His coming into our life.

1Co 3:11  For other foundation can no man lay than that is laid, which is Jesus Christ.

Pro 4:19  The way of the wicked is as darkness: they know not at what they stumble.

2Th 2:8  And then shall that Wicked be revealed, whom the Lord shall consume with the spirit of his mouth, and shall destroy with the brightness of his coming:

Notice the courage and confidence Christ has, not worrying about “the Jews of late” who “sought to stone” Him.  God’s sovereignty is loud in this verse. Christ is not afraid what men can do to his flesh, and He does not stumble in the work that God has purposed for Him. That is our calling as well, as we die daily, walking in the day that is Christ with courage and confidence and conviction that God is working all things for the good.

Psa 118:6  The LORD is on my side; I will not fear: what can man do unto me?

Eph 1:9  Having made known unto us the mystery of his will, according to his good pleasure which he hath purposed in himself:

Eph 3:11  According to the eternal purpose which he purposed in Christ Jesus our Lord:

Heb 13:21  Make you perfect in every good work to do his will, working in you that which is wellpleasing in his sight, through Jesus Christ; to whom be glory for ever and ever. Amen.

Joh 11:11  These things said he: and after that he saith unto them, Our friend Lazarus sleepeth; but I go, that I may awake him out of sleep. 

Joh 11:12  Then said his disciples, Lord, if he sleep, he shall do well. 

Joh 11:13  Howbeit Jesus spake of his death: but they thought that he had spoken of taking of rest in sleep. 

In verse 12 we see that we “shall do well”. God works in our sleep where we are restored in our physical sleep to show us that spiritually we shall rest in Him. 

Isa 14:3  And it shall come to pass in the day that the LORD shall give thee rest from thy sorrow, and from thy fear, and from the hard bondage wherein thou wast made to serve,

Rev 14:13  And I heard a voice from heaven saying unto me, Write, Blessed are the dead which die in the Lord from henceforth: Yea, saith the Spirit, that they may rest from their labours; and their works do follow them.

Joh 11:14  Then said Jesus unto them plainly, Lazarus is dead. 

Joh 11:15  And I am glad for your sakes that I was not there, to the intent ye may believe; nevertheless let us go unto him. 

Joh 11:16  Then said Thomas, which is called Didymus, unto his fellowdisciples, Let us also go, that we may die with him. 

Didymus means ‘a twin; double’(Hitchcock), as in double-minded. This is the Thomas in us who still doubts and still needs to see the physical, as shown to us in chapter 20 and 14. In verse 16 here, Thomas is still unconverted, and resigned to a death he sees as inevitable, and is still without the faith to believe that Christ is the Resurrection.

Joh 14:5  Thomas saith unto him, Lord, we know not whither thou goest; and how can we know the way?

Joh 20:24  But Thomas, one of the twelve, called Didymus, was not with them when Jesus came. 

Joh 20:25  The other disciples therefore said unto him, We have seen the Lord. But he said unto them, Except I shall see in his hands the print of the nails, and put my finger into the print of the nails, and thrust my hand into his side, I will not believe. 

Joh 20:26  And after eight days again his disciples were within, and Thomas with them: then came Jesus, the doors being shut, and stood in the midst, and said, Peace be unto you. 

Joh 20:27  Then saith he to Thomas, Reach hither thy finger, and behold my hands; and reach hither thy hand, and thrust it into my side: and be not faithless, but believing. 

Joh 20:28  And Thomas answered and said unto him, My Lord and my God. 

Joh 20:29  Jesus saith unto him, Thomas, because thou hast seen me, thou hast believed: blessed are they that have not seen, and yet have believed. 

We must receive the kingdom of God as a little child, as the 12 year old girl who was raised in Luke 8, the first miracle of a resurrection by Jesus, and a type and shadow of the elect who will be raised first. Thomas serves us in his unbelief.

Luk 18:17  Verily I say unto you, Whosoever shall not receive the kingdom of God as a little child shall in no wise enter therein.

Luk 8:42  For he had one only daughter, about twelve years of age, and she lay a dying. But as he went the people thronged him. 

Luk 8:52  And all wept, and bewailed her: but he said, Weep not; she is not dead, but sleepeth. 

Luk 8:53  And they laughed him to scorn, knowing that she was dead. 

Luk 8:54  And he put them all out, and took her by the hand, and called, saying, Maid, arise. 

Luk 8:55  And her spirit came again, and she arose straightway: and he commanded to give her meat. 

Rom 11:30  For as ye in times past have not believed God, yet have now obtained mercy through their unbelief: 

Rom 11:31  Even so have these also now not believed, that through your mercy they also may obtain mercy. 

Rom 11:32  For God hath concluded them all in unbelief, that he might have mercy upon all. 

Joh 20:28  And Thomas answered and said unto him, My Lord and my God. 

Joh 20:29  Jesus saith unto him, Thomas, because thou hast seen me, thou hast believed: blessed are they that have not seen, and yet have believed.

Joh 11:17  Then when Jesus came, he found that he had lain in the grave four days already. 

He had lain in the grave four days, symbolic of the promise that all men will be saved. 

The number four throughout God's Word signifies the whole of what ever is under discussion.

The whole of death will be destroyed:

John 11:17 Then when Jesus came, he found that he had lain in the grave four days already.

Joh 11:18  Now Bethany was nigh unto Jerusalem, about fifteen furlongs off: 

Joh 11:19  And many of the Jews came to Martha and Mary, to comfort them concerning their brother. 

Joh 11:20  Then Martha, as soon as she heard that Jesus was coming, went and met him: but Mary sat still in the house. 

Joh 11:21  Then said Martha unto Jesus, Lord, if thou hadst been here, my brother had not died. 

Joh 11:22  But I know, that even now, whatsoever thou wilt ask of God, God will give it thee. 

Joh 11:23  Jesus saith unto her, Thy brother shall rise again. 

Joh 11:24  Martha saith unto him, I know that he shall rise again in the resurrection at the last day.

Martha went and met him whereas Mary sat in the house, the significance of which can be explained by reading in Luke that Martha is “troubled about many things”.  Mary on the other hand has ‘chosen that good part, which shall not be taken away from her’. With that in mind we see in verse 24 the faith of a babe in Christ, still looking outward to a physical ‘last day’. Days months times and years are still a part of her understanding so the concept of ‘within’ and ‘in ernest’ have not yet been formed here.

Luk 10:39  And she had a sister called Mary, which also sat at Jesus' feet, and heard his word. 

Luk 10:40  But Martha was cumbered about much serving, and came to him, and said, Lord, dost thou not care that my sister hath left me to serve alone? bid her therefore that she help me. 

Luk 10:41  And Jesus answered and said unto her, Martha, Martha, thou art careful and troubled about many things: 

Luk 10:42  But one thing is needful: and Mary hath chosen that good part, which shall not be taken away from her. 

Gal 4:10  Ye observe days, and months, and times, and years.

1Co 3:1  And I, brethren, could not speak unto you as unto spiritual, but as unto carnal, even as unto babes in Christ.

Rom 8:23  And not only they, but ourselves also, which have the firstfruits of the Spirit, even we ourselves groan within ourselves, waiting for the adoption, to wit, the redemption of our body. 

Eph 1:14  Which is the earnest of our inheritance until the redemption of the purchased possession, unto the praise of his glory.

We are called to continue to pray for each other that we may enter into that rest, our Sabbath, where our flesh (old man) is put to death and faith is given that we may know that we have eternal [G166 aionios] life.

Psa 122:6  Pray for the peace of Jerusalem: they shall prosper that love thee. 

Psa 122:7  Peace be within thy walls, and prosperity within thy palaces. 

Psa 122:8  For my brethren and companions' sakes, I will now say, Peace be within thee. 

Psa 122:9  Because of the house of the LORD our God I will seek thy good.
