John 12:42-44 – May 3, 2012

Joh 12:42  Nevertheless among the chief rulers also many believed on him; but because of the Pharisees they did not confess him, lest they should be put out of the synagogue: 

Joh 12:43  For they loved the praise of men more than the praise of God. 

Joh 12:44  Jesus cried and said, He that believeth on me, believeth not on me, but on him that sent me. 

Joh 12:42  Nevertheless among the chief rulers also many believed on him; but because of the Pharisees they did not confess him, lest they should be put out of the synagogue: 

Unlike the blindman of (Joh 9:13,22,28,34) who was brought to the Pharisees and confessed Christ, many of these chief rulers will not confess Christ for fear of being put out of the synagogue. 
Joh 9:13  They brought to the Pharisees him that aforetime was blind. 
Joh 9:22  These words spake his parents, because they feared the Jews: for the Jews had agreed already, that if any man did confess that he was Christ, he should be put out of the synagogue. 
Joh 9:28  Then they reviled him, and said, Thou art his disciple; but we are Moses' disciples. 

 Joh 9:34  They answered and said unto him, Thou wast altogether born in sins, and dost thou teach us? And they cast him out. 
The end result of the blind man (a type of the elect Joh 9:39-41) was that he was reviled by the Pharisees and cast out of the synagogue (Joh 16:2). When we say we see, our sin remains, but when we’re given to acknowledge our blindness (Rom 2:4) then our sins are forgiven and we are given eyes to see spiritually 

(Mat 13:11). 

Joh 9:39  And Jesus said, For judgment I am come into this world, that they which see not might see; and that they which see might be made blind. 
Joh 9:40  And some of the Pharisees which were with him heard these words, and said unto him, Are we blind also? 

Joh 9:41  Jesus said unto them, If ye were blind, ye should have no sin: but now ye say, We see; therefore your sin remaineth. 
Joh 16:2  They shall put you out of the synagogues: yea, the time cometh, that whosoever killeth you will think that he doeth God service.

 Rom 2:4  Or despisest thou the riches of his goodness and forbearance and longsuffering; not knowing that the goodness of God leadeth thee to repentance? 
Mat 13:11  He answered and said unto them, Because it is given unto you to know the mysteries of the kingdom of heaven, but to them it is not given.    
Chirst came into the world to judge this world starting with the elect (1 Pet 4:17). In (Joh 9:39) the blind man in us is given eyes to see, but what we fail to see until God opens our heavens is the second part of this verse where Christ says “that they which see might be made blind.”
1Pe 4:17  For the time is come that judgment must begin at the house of God: and if it first begin at us, what shall the end be of them that obey not the gospel of God?

Joh 9:39  And Jesus said, For judgment I am come into this world, that they which see not might see; and that they which see might be made blind. 
This confirms (Mat 13:10-11) where Christ  tells us plainly that He spoke in parables to hide the mystery of the kingdom from the masses and revealed the mysteries (1Co 2:7) of the kingdom of God only to the few

(Mat 22:14). 

Mat 13:10  And the disciples came, and said unto him, Why speakest thou unto them in parables? 

Mat 13:11  He answered and said unto them, Because it is given unto you to know the mysteries [G3466] of the kingdom of heaven, but to them it is not given.

1Co 2:7  But we speak the wisdom of God in a mystery [G3466], even the hidden wisdom, which God ordained before the world unto our glory:

Mat 22:14  For many are called, but few are chosen.  

Joh 12:43  For they loved the praise of men more than the praise of God. 

Loving the praise of men amongst other things is what keeps us in the court (Pro 14:28), and prevents us from going without the camp (Heb 13:13) with Christ where the few are dragged away from the comforts of Babylon (Joh 6:44).
Pro 14:28  In the multitude of people is the king's honour: but in the want of people is the destruction of the prince. 

Heb 13:13  Let us go forth therefore unto him without the camp, bearing his reproach.
Joh 6:44  No man can come to me, except the Father which hath sent me draw him: and I will raise him up at the last day. 

Our flesh wants preeminence until Christ burns this out our life. Only then can we make ourselves of no reputation and become obedient unto death (Php 2:7). 
Php 2:7  But made himself of no reputation, and took upon him the form of a servant, and was made in the likeness of men: 
There is no one who has ever lived in the flesh who is exempt from not having to contend with the vanity that is there (1Joh 2:16)(Rom 8:20). Loving the praise of men is much more comfortable for our flesh than being hated by all men for His names sake (Mar 13:13). God brings us to see the hypocrisy of our early walk with Christ, and how it is yet a fleshly walk, that is dependent on a physical Jesus (2Cor 5:16), and the physical praise for the things which we are yet glorying in, within our own flesh (1Cor 4:7).
1Jn 2:16  For all that is in the world, the lust of the flesh, and the lust of the eyes, and the pride of life, is not of the Father, but is of the world. 

Rom 8:20  For the creature was made subject to vanity, not willingly, but by reason of him who hath subjected the same in hope, 

Mar 13:13  And ye shall be hated of all men for my name's sake: but he that shall endure unto the end, the same shall be saved. 

2Co 5:16  Wherefore henceforth know we no man after the flesh: yea, though we have known Christ after the flesh, yet now henceforth know we him no more. 

1Co 4:7  For who maketh thee to differ from another? and what hast thou that thou didst not receive? now if thou didst receive it, why dost thou glory, as if thou hadst not received it?
Joh 12:44  Jesus cried and said, He that believeth on me, believeth not on me, but on him that sent me. 

Christ is saying what the disciples will later be able to voice themselves once they have the holy spirit within them. Again this verse in 2nd Corinthians comes to mind (2Cor 5:16). When we believe on Christ, we are seeing the Father and believing on Him who sent Him (Joh 14:8-10) and not on His (Christ’s) flesh. Christ has come to reveal the Father (Mat 11:27).
2Co 5:16  Wherefore henceforth know we no man after the flesh: yea, though we have known Christ after the flesh, yet now henceforth know we him no more. 
Joh 14:8  Philip saith unto him, Lord, shew us the Father, and it sufficeth us. 

Joh 14:9  Jesus saith unto him, Have I been so long time with you, and yet hast thou not known me, Philip? he that hath seen me hath seen the Father; and how sayest thou then, Shew us the Father? 

Joh 14:10  Believest thou not that I am in the Father, and the Father in me? the words that I speak unto you I speak not of myself: but the Father that dwelleth in me, he doeth the works.

Mat 11:27  All things are delivered unto me of my Father: and no man knoweth the Son, but the Father; neither knoweth any man the Father, save the Son, and he to whomsoever the Son will reveal him.   
Christ is “sent” first into the lives of His disciples and takes away their peace which is the red horse of Revelation coming into our life.

The Greek word G3992 "sent"  in this verse (Joh 12:44) is the same word used in (Joh 20:21) and (Rev 22:16) but is used as "thrust in" in (Rev 14:15,18). It is God’s angel that takes peace away from our earth when we first are given ears to read, hear and keep the sayings of the prophecy (Rev 1:3). We then become the messenger or angel (Rev 1:1), that is used to “thrust into” (Joh 20:21) the earth. The harvest is plenteous at this time and the labourers are few (Luk 10:2).
Joh 20:21  Then said Jesus to them again, Peace be unto you: as my Father hath sent me, even so send I [G3992] you.

Rev 22:16  I Jesus have sent [G3992] mine angel to testify unto you these things in the churches. I am the root and the offspring of David, and the bright and morning star.

Rev 14:15  And another angel came out of the temple, crying with a loud voice to him that sat on the cloud, Thrust in [G3992]  thy sickle, and reap: for the time is come for thee to reap; for the harvest of the earth is ripe. 

Rev 14:18  And another angel came out from the altar, which had power over fire; and cried with a loud cry to him that had the sharp sickle, saying, Thrust in [G3992]  thy sharp sickle, and gather the clusters of the vine of the earth; for her grapes are fully ripe.
Rev 1:3  Blessed is he that readeth, and they that hear the words of this prophecy, and keep those things which are written therein: for the time is at hand. 
Rev 1:1  The Revelation of Jesus Christ, which God gave unto him, to shew unto his servants things which must shortly come to pass; and he sent and signified it by his angel unto his servant John:

Luk 10:2  Therefore said he unto them, The harvest truly is great, but the labourers are few: pray ye therefore the Lord of the harvest, that he would send forth labourers into his harvest.
Some good connecting verses are (Mat 10:34) and (Rev 6:4) because when Christ is sent into our lives, or we are sent to witness of His life within us, we are "thrusting in" the word of God into the earth which takes peace away from the earth. 
Mat 10:34  Think not that I am come to send peace on earth: I came not to send peace, but a sword.

Rev 6:4  And there went out another horse that was red: and power was given to him that sat thereon to take peace from the earth, and that they should kill one another: and there was given unto him a great sword.
What happens when we are sent with that word of God (sword)(Heb4:12) in our mouths as His witnesses? The prophets give us a shadow of how we can expect the world to receive our report.  These are some of the verses that answer this question.
Heb 4:12  For the word of God is quick, and powerful, and sharper than any twoedged sword, piercing even to the dividing asunder of soul and spirit, and of the joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart.
Isa 53:1  Who hath believed our report? and to whom is the arm of the LORD revealed?

Rom 10:16  But they have not all obeyed the gospel. For Esaias saith, Lord, who hath believed our report?

Joh 15:18  If the world hate you, ye know that it hated me before it hated you. 

1Jn 4:17  Herein is our love made perfect, that we may have boldness in the day of judgment: because as he is, so are we in this world.

Jer 5:14  Wherefore thus saith the LORD God of hosts, Because ye speak this word, behold, I will make my words in thy mouth fire, and this people wood, and it shall devour them.

Jer 1:8  Be not afraid of their faces: for I am with thee to deliver thee, saith the LORD.

Luk 13:34  O Jerusalem, Jerusalem, which killest the prophets, and stonest them that are sent unto thee; how often would I have gathered thy children together, as a hen doth gather her brood under her wings, and ye would not!
To gain a larger view of what is being said in (Joh 12:44) we did an E-sword search within the book of John. The search results for this Greek word beliveth/believe [G4100] and including the word “me”, are very revealing and give us a much clearer eagle view of Christ revealing the Father.
Joh_4:21  Jesus saith unto her, Woman, believe me, the hour cometh, when ye shall neither in this mountain, nor yet at Jerusalem, worship the Father. 

Joh_5:24  Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that heareth my word, and believeth on him that sent me, hath everlasting life, and shall not come into condemnation; but is passed from death unto life. 

Joh_6:35  And Jesus said unto them, I am the bread of life: he that cometh to me shall never hunger; and he that believeth on me shall never thirst. 

Joh_6:36  But I said unto you, That ye also have seen me, and believe not. 

Joh_6:40  And this is the will of him that sent me, that every one which seeth the Son, and believeth on him, may have everlasting life: and I will raise him up at the last day. 

Joh_6:47  Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believeth on me hath everlasting life. 

Joh_7:38  He that believeth on me, as the scripture hath said, out of his belly shall flow rivers of living water. 

Joh_8:45  And because I tell you the truth, ye believe me not. 

Joh_8:46  Which of you convinceth me of sin? And if I say the truth, why do ye not believe me? 

Joh_10:37  If I do not the works of my Father, believe me not. 

Joh_10:38  But if I do, though ye believe not me, believe the works: that ye may know, and believe, that the Father is in me, and I in him. 

Joh_11:25  Jesus said unto her, I am the resurrection, and the life: he that believeth in me, though he were dead, yet shall he live: 

Joh_11:26  And whosoever liveth and believeth in me shall never die. Believest thou this? 

Joh_11:42  And I knew that thou hearest me always: but because of the people which stand by I said it, that they may believe that thou hast sent me. 

Joh_12:44  Jesus cried and said, He that believeth on me, believeth not on me, but on him that sent me. 

Joh_12:46  I am come a light into the world, that whosoever believeth on me should not abide in darkness. 

Joh_14:1  Let not your heart be troubled: ye believe in God, believe also in me. 

Joh_14:11  Believe me that I am in the Father, and the Father in me: or else believe me for the very works' sake. 

Joh_14:12  Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believeth on me, the works that I do shall he do also; and greater works than these shall he do; because I go unto my Father. 

Joh_16:9  Of sin, because they believe not on me; 

Joh_17:20  Neither pray I for these alone, but for them also which shall believe on me through their word; 

Joh_17:21  That they all may be one; as thou, Father, art in me, and I in thee, that they also may be one in us: that the world may believe that thou hast sent me.
