John 13:22-28 – June 14, 2012
Joh 13:22 Then the disciples looked one on another, doubting of whom he spake. 

Joh 13:23 Now there was leaning on Jesus' bosom one of his disciples, whom Jesus loved. 

Joh 13:24 Simon Peter therefore beckoned to him, that he should ask who it should be of whom he spake. 

Joh 13:25 He then lying on Jesus' breast saith unto him, Lord, who is it? 

Joh 13:26 Jesus answered, He it is, to whom I shall give a sop, when I have dipped it. And when he had dipped the sop, he gave it to Judas Iscariot, the son of Simon. 

Joh 13:27 And after the sop Satan entered into him. Then said Jesus unto him, That thou doest, do quickly. 

Joh 13:28 Now no man at the table knew for what intent he spake this unto him.

Joh 13:22 Then the disciples looked one on another, doubting [G639] of whom he spake. 

We're looking out at each other at this point in our walk (Joh 21:21-22), yet concerned about John so to speak and not following Christ and only Christ (1Co 11:1). The disciples are doubtful (G639 perplexed) because they are not looking to the one who can still those troubled waters of the pool of Siloam within, and bring them to safe haven. Not yet!

Joh 21:21 Peter seeing him saith to Jesus, Lord, and what shall this man do?
Joh 21:22 Jesus saith unto him, If I will that he tarry till I come, what is that to thee? follow thou me. 

1Co 11:1 Be ye followers of me, even as I also am of Christ.

Christ tells us that we are to let the dead bury the dead and when we are looking at the physical “looked one on another” and not the spiritual we are yet trying to bury our dead and not judging righteous judgement (Joh 7:24).

Joh 7:24 Judge not according to the appearance, but judge righteous judgment. 
When we look at physical circumstances which are unsettling for our flesh, we are going to doubt if we’re not given to bring our thoughts captive unto Christ (2Co 10:5) by the faith of Christ (Eph 2:8). God brings us to that place where we cry out for Him to increase our faith (Mar 9:24) , as He orchestrates these tribulations of life which grow us out of trusting in ourselves, but in God which raiseth the dead: (2Co 1:9).

2Co 10:5 Casting down imaginations, and every high thing that exalteth itself against the knowledge of God, and bringing into captivity every thought to the obedience of Christ;
Eph 2:8 For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God: 

Mar 9:24 And straightway the father of the child cried out, and said with tears, Lord, I believe; help thou mine unbelief. 

2Co 1:9 But we had the sentence of death in ourselves, that we should not trust in ourselves, but in God which raiseth the dead:

Joh 13:23 Now there was leaning on Jesus' bosom one of his disciples, whom Jesus loved.

Christ is in the bosom of the Father (Joh 1:18), and John as a type of the elect is in the bosom of Christ. Just as Christ loved this disciple as mentioned in (Joh 13:23) we are told that God has the same love for Christ in (Joh 17:24). The Greek word in both instances is [G25 agapaō], and it is the same love [G25 agapaō] which is declared from the foundation of the world for both Christ (Joh 17:24), His elect (Eph 1:4) and the world (Joh 3:16). 
Joh 1:18 No man hath seen God at any time; the only begotten Son, which is in the bosom of the Father, he hath declared him.

Joh 13:23 Now there was leaning on Jesus' bosomone of his disciples, whom Jesus loved.

Joh 17:24 Father, I will that they also, whom thou hast given me, be with me where I am; that they may behold my glory, which thou hast given me: for thou lovedst me before the foundation of the world.

Eph 1:4 According as he hath chosen us in him before the foundation of the world, that we should be holy and without blame before him in love:

Joh 3:16 For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.
It is the few who are given to lean on Christ bosom today, which is expressed in (Pro 3:5-7) and in the parable of Lazurus and the rich man (Luk 16:23). It is miracle to do so, and John represents that angel who is given to rest in the Lord (Heb 4:11).

Pro 3:5 Trust in the LORD with all thine heart; and lean not unto thine own understanding. 

Pro 3:6 In all thy ways acknowledge him, and he shall direct thy paths. 

Pro 3:7 Be not wise in thine own eyes: fear the LORD, and depart from evil. 

Luk 16:23 And in hell he lift up his eyes, being in torments, and seeth Abraham afar off, and Lazarus in his bosom. 

Heb 4:11 Let us labour therefore to enter into that rest, lest any man fall after the same example of unbelief.

Joh 13:24 Simon Peter therefore beckoned to him, that he should ask who it should be of whom he spake

When we rest in the Lord we have answers as He directs our path (Luk 21:19, Psa 46:10, 1Ki 19:12, Rom 8:14). Peter in this case goes to John to have him ask Christ who He is speaking of, instead of going directly to Him. John is the mediator in this situation as a type of the future pillars (Rev 3:12) that the world will lean on to come to understand the mind of Christ (2Co 2:14).

Luk 21:19 In your patience possess ye your souls. 

Psa 46:10 Be still, and know that I am God: I will be exalted among the heathen, I will be exalted in the earth.

1Ki 19:12 And after the earthquake a fire; but the LORD wasnot in the fire: and after the fire a still small voice.

Rom 8:14 For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, they are the sons of God. 

Rev 3:12 Him that overcometh will I make a pillar in the temple of my God, and he shall go no more out: and I will write upon him the name of my God, and the name of the city of my God,which is new Jerusalem, which cometh down out of heaven from my God: and I will write upon him my new name.

2Co 2:14 Now thanks beunto God, which always causeth us to triumph in Christ, and maketh manifest the savour of his knowledge by us in every place.
Here are the pillars we are discussing:

Exo 26:32 And thou shalt hang it upon four pillars of shittim wood overlaid with gold: their hooks shall be of gold, upon the four sockets of silver. 

Exo 26:37 And thou shalt make for the hanging five pillars of shittim wood, and overlay them with gold, and their hooks shall be of gold: and thou shalt cast five sockets of brass for them. 

The four pillars of verse 32, are the pillars which hold the vail between the holy place and the holy of holies. The five pillars of verse 37 are the pillars at the door of the tabernacle. It is through these pillars that we must all go as we seek to come to God. There is no other way to get into the presence of God but through these pillars. So when the overcomers are promised "Him that overcometh will I make a pillar in the temple of my God, and he shall go no more out," what we are being told is the message we are given in Rom 11:31:

Rom 11:31 Even so have these also now not believed, that through your mercy they also may obtain mercy. 

It is only through these five pillars at the door of the tabernacle and through the four pillars at the door of the holy of holies that any man will receive God's mercy and come into the presence of God. There can be no higher honor than to be "a pillar in the temple of my God, and go no more out." We will "go no more out" because we are destined to receive the redemption of the purchased possession... that blessed and holy first resurrection." That is the meaning of "go no more out."

Joh 13:25 He then lying on Jesus' breast saith unto him, Lord, who is it? 

The disciples of whom Judas is one, are not given to ‘hear’ John asking Christ “who is it?” They are not converted at this point and the fact that Christ does tell them who it is, and yet they do nothing to stop Judas shows that they we’re being blinded so that this act of betrayal could be carried out (Act 4:27,28).

Act 4:27 For of a truth against thy holy child Jesus, whom thou hast anointed, both Herod, and Pontius Pilate, with the Gentiles, and the people of Israel, were gathered together, 

Act 4:28 For to do whatsoever thy hand and thy counsel determined before to be done. 

Compare this spirit with a mature Christian who can now by the grace of God determine when heresies are in their midst (1Co 11:19-21). These scriptures are centered around the Lord’s supper which is what we are talking about, not being able to rightly discern the communion that we have in Christ (1Co 10:16-17, Joh 6:53,67-68).

1Co 11:19 For there must be also heresies among you, that they which are approved may be made manifest among you. 

1Co 11:20 When ye come together therefore into one place, this is not to eat the Lord's supper. 

1Co 11:21 For in eating every one taketh before other his own supper: and one is hungry, and another is drunken.

1Co 10:16 The cup of blessing which we bless, is it not the communion of the blood of Christ? The bread which we break, is it not the communion of the body of Christ? 

1Co 10:17 For we beingmany are one bread, and one body: for we are all partakers of that one bread.

Joh 6:53 Then Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Except ye eat the flesh of the Son of man, and drink his blood, ye have no life in you.
Joh 6:67 Then said Jesus unto the twelve, Will ye also go away? 

Joh 6:68 Then Simon Peter answered him, Lord, to whom shall we go? thou hast the words of eternal life.
Joh 13:26 Jesus answered, He it is, to whom I shall give a sop, when I have dipped it. And when he had dipped the sop, he gave it to Judas Iscariot, the son of Simon. 

Looking at the meaning of these words we can gain some more understanding of what the symbolism is.

The word dip for instance has the root word bapto in it. [H2881 G911(bapto)] The baptism of fire for Christ (Mar 10:39).

Mar 10:39 And they said unto him, We can. And Jesus said unto them, Ye shall indeed drink of the cup that I drink of; and with the baptism that I am baptized withal shall ye be baptized:
“The sop” [G5596] is a crumb or morsel of bread in this instance which was given to Judas. Judas represents the man of perdition which will be destroyed witihin each of us at our appointed time, and the crumb Christ gives Him which is dipped reminds us that not one morsel will be lost (Joh 6:12, Mat 15:27), even this crumb which identifies our betrayal of Christ will not be lost.

Joh 6:12When they were filled, he said unto his disciples, Gather up the fragments that remain, that nothing be lost. 

Mat 15:27And she said, Truth, Lord: yet the dogs eat of the crumbs which fall from their masters' table. [nothing lost]
It is the same word used in this proverb as well:

Pro 28:21 To have respect of persons is not good: for for a piece of bread [morselG5596.1] thatman will transgress. 

2Th 2:3 Let no man deceive you by any means: for that day shall not come, except there come a falling away first, and that man of sin be revealed, the son of perdition; 

2Th 2:8 And then shall that Wicked be revealed, whom the Lord shall consume with the spirit of his mouth, and shall destroy with the brightness of his coming: 

The other place that the word dip is used is in the book of Revelation and this passage correlates very well with the events of this evening of our Lord’s last supper (Rev 19:13). 
Rev 19:13 And he wasclothed with a vesture dipped [G911] in blood: and his name is called The Word of God.
Joh 6:35 And Jesus said unto them, I am the bread of life: he that cometh to me shall never hunger; and he that believeth on me shall never thirst.

Joh 13:27 And after the sop Satan entered into him. Then said Jesus unto him, That thou doest, do quickly. 
Judas transgressed because it was written in his book to do so (Psa 139:16), and it was “after the sop Satan entered into him”

Psa 139:16 Thine eyes did see my substance, yet being unperfect; and in thy book all my memberswere written, which in continuance were fashioned, when as yet there was none of them. 

Saul in like manner is strengthened to continue on in his deception as he seeks the council of the witch of Endor in the book of Samuel (1Sa 28:22). He is strengthened with bread given by his handmaid and only after he is compelled to do so (1Sa 28:23). This event all sounds very reminiscent of the Passover meal as we read to the end of the chapter (1Sa 28:24-25), where Saul represents our flesh which will always betray us (Mar 14:50). God is showing us in this story that the Lord sustains Saul in his flesh so that His purpose can be carried out, and Judas is going to rise up now and fulfill his purpose which will be accomplished by Satan entering into him “after the sop”.

1Sa 28:22 Now therefore, I pray thee, hearken thou also unto the voice of thine handmaid, and let me set a morsel of bread [G5596-H6595] before thee; and eat, that thou mayest have strength, when thou goest on thy way.

1Sa 28:23 But he refused, and said, I will not eat. But his servants, together with the woman, compelled him; and he hearkened unto their voice. So he arose from the earth, and sat upon the bed. 

1Sa 28:24 And the woman had a fat calf in the house; and she hasted, and killed it, and took flour, and kneaded it, and did bake unleavened bread thereof: 

1Sa 28:25 And she brought itbefore Saul, and before his servants; and they did eat. Then they rose up, and went away that night.

Mar 14:50 And they all forsook him, and fled. 

Christ has to compel Judas to do what he does, and tells him "That thou doest, do quickly." Just like Pharoah with his heart strings being played like a fiddle (Exo 4:21, Exo 14:4). It took Satan entering into him and Christ strengthening him with the symbolic morsel of bread (sop) for Judas to carry out this act of betrayal.

Christ was not merely using a figure of speech. Christ knew that Satan "savored the things that be of men". It was Christ Himself, the Word of God, who had decreed in the garden "dust shalt thou eat." Christ knew how the universe operated, for the Father had used him to set it up as it is (Rom 11:36). Christ knew that Peter was at that very moment losing, and losing badly a 'wrestling match' with spiritual wickedness in the heavens (Eph 6:12).

Peter had to be brought to see this in himself. Because God had predestinated Peter to mercy, he chastened him with a rebuke: "For whom the Lord loveth He chasteneth and scourgeth every son whom He receiveth" (Heb 12:6).

There was no rebuke or chastening for Judas but rather, right from the mouth of our Savior Himself: "that which thou doest, do quickly" (Joh 13:27). Satan "entered into" Judas to harden his heart or Judas would never have been able to carry through with his dastardly assignment: "So then it is not of him that willeth [how clear!]…but of God that sheweth mercy. For the scripture saith unto Pharaoh, even for this same purpose have I raised thee up, that I might show my power in thee and that my name might be declared throughout all the earth. Therefore hath He mercy on whom He will have mercy, and whom He will He hardeneth" (Rom 9:16-18).

Man boasts of his 'free' will: "Whereas ye know not what shall be on the morrow…ye rejoice in your boasting [we will do this or that; reject or accept Christ] all such rejoicing is evil" (Jas 4:14, 16). Whether we accept or reject Christ will be decided by whether we are dragged to the Father by circumstances beyond our control or hardened into rejection by 'spiritual wickedness in the heavens'. Yes, we do make choices, but they are never free from "Him who works all things after the counsel of His own will."

Exo 4:21 And the LORD said unto Moses, When thou goest to return into Egypt, see that thou do all those wonders before Pharaoh, which I have put in thine hand: but I will harden his heart, that he shall not let the people go.

Exo 14:4 And I will harden Pharaoh's heart, that he shall follow after them; and I will be honoured upon Pharaoh, and upon all his host; that the Egyptians may know that I amthe LORD. And they did so.
Joh 13:28 Now no man at the table knew for what intent he spake this unto him. 

We have a table that the world cannot eat at (Heb 13:10), and the unconverted disciples could not receive what was right in front of them. When we’re not meant to perceive what is unfolding we won't, and God's intent will remain hidden until it is time to be revealed. If Christ’s kingdom was of this world then his disciples would have recognized the situation for what it was (Joh 18:36).

Heb 13:10 We have an altar, whereof they have no right to eat which serve the tabernacle. 

Joh 18:36 Jesus answered, My kingdom [G932] is not of this world: if my kingdom were of this world, then would my servants fight, that I should not be delivered to the Jews: but now is my kingdom not from hence.

Rev 11:15 And the seventh angel sounded; and there were great voices in heaven, saying, The kingdoms [G932] of this world are become the kingdoms of our Lord, and of his Christ; and he shall reign for ever and ever.
