John 13:29-38 – June 21, 2012
Joh 13:29  For some of them thought, because Judas had the bag, that Jesus had said unto him, Buy those things that we have need of against the feast; or, that he should give something to the poor. 

Joh 13:30  He then having received the sop went immediately out: and it was night. 

Joh 13:31  Therefore, when he was gone out, Jesus said, Now is the Son of man glorified, and God is glorified in him. 

Joh 13:32  If God be glorified in him, God shall also glorify him in himself, and shall straightway glorify him. 

Joh 13:33  Little children, yet a little while I am with you. Ye shall seek me: and as I said unto the Jews, Whither I go, ye cannot come; so now I say to you. 

Joh 13:34  A new commandment I give unto you, That ye love one another; as I have loved you, that ye also love one another. 

Joh 13:35  By this shall all men know that ye are my disciples, if ye have love one to another. 

Joh 13:36  Simon Peter said unto him, Lord, whither goest thou? Jesus answered him, Whither I go, thou canst not follow me now; but thou shalt follow me afterwards. 

Joh 13:37  Peter said unto him, Lord, why cannot I follow thee now? I will lay down my life for thy sake. 

Joh 13:38  Jesus answered him, Wilt thou lay down thy life for my sake? Verily, verily, I say unto thee, The cock shall not crow, till thou hast denied me thrice. 

Joh 13:29  For some of them thought, because Judas had the bag, that Jesus had said unto him, Buy those things that we have need of against the feast; or, that he should give something to the poor. 

The assumptions being made by the disciples as to what Judas is doing are inaccurate and reminds us that at this stage in our walk (without the mind of Christ) we do not know how to discern spirits (1Jn 4:1). Judas is fulfilling these words "Buy those things that we have need of against G1519 “eis” = for [intent, purpose]
the feast; or, that he should give something to the poor." according to the counsel of God’s will (Eph 1:11, Act 4:27-28) as he is used by God to make a way for Christ to become our Passover who is sacrificed for us (1Co 5:7). What we have need of against the feast is Christ, who is the feast for the maimed, the lame and the blind which we all are (Luk 14:13). 
1Jn 4:1  Beloved, believe not every spirit, but try the spirits whether they are of God: because many false prophets are gone out into the world. 

Eph 1:11  In whom also we have obtained an inheritance, being predestinated according to the purpose of him who worketh all things after the counsel of his own will: 

Act 4:27  For of a truth against thy holy child Jesus, whom thou hast anointed, both Herod, and Pontius Pilate, with the Gentiles, and the people of Israel, were gathered together, 

Act 4:28  For to do whatsoever thy hand and thy counsel determined before to be done.

1Co 5:7  Purge out therefore the old leaven, that ye may be a new lump, as ye are unleavened. For even Christ our passover is sacrificed for us: 

Luk 14:13  But when thou makest a feast, call the poor, the maimed, the lame, the blind: 

Jas 2:5  Hearken, my beloved brethren, Hath not God chosen the poor of this world rich in faith, and heirs of the kingdom which he hath promised to them that love him?    

Joh 13:30  He then having received the sop went immediately out: and it was night. 
We are either servants of sin, or servants of righteousness (Rom 6:20,18) and Judas goes out quickly into the night as a servant of sin, fulfilling God’s ordained purpose for him. It is a quick work that God does when the man of perdition on the throne of our hearts is realized and destroyed by the brightness of Christ’s coming (2Th 2:3, Jas 4:14).

Rom 6:20  For when ye were the servants of sin, ye were free from righteousness. 

Rom 6:18  Being then made free from sin, ye became the servants of righteousness. 

Mat 25:30  And cast ye the unprofitable servant into outer darkness: there shall be weeping and gnashing of teeth.

2Th 2:3  Let no man deceive you by any means: for that day shall not come, except there come a falling away first, and that man of sin be revealed, the son of perdition;

Jas 4:14  Whereas ye know not what shall be on the morrow. For what is your life? It is even a vapour, that appeareth for a little time, and then vanisheth away.

As mentioned in the last weeks notes:

Judas transgressed because it was written in his book to do so (Psa 139:16), and it was “after the sop Satan entered into him”

Psa 139:16 Thine eyes did see my substance, yet being unperfect; and in thy book all my memberswere written, which in continuance were fashioned, when as yet there was none of them. 

Saul in like manner is strengthened to continue on in his deception as he seeks the council of the witch of Endor in the book of Samuel (1Sa 28:22). He is strengthened with bread given by his handmaid and only after he is compelled to do so (1Sa 28:23). This event all sounds very reminiscent of the Passover meal as we read to the end of the chapter (1Sa 28:24-25), where Saul represents our flesh which will always betray us (Mar 14:50, Jer 17:9). God is showing us in this story that the Lord sustains Saul in his flesh so that His purpose can be carried out. And now here,  Judas is going to fulfill his purpose which will be accomplished by Satan entering into him “after the sop”.

1Sa 28:22 Now therefore, I pray thee, hearken thou also unto the voice of thine handmaid, and let me set a morsel of bread [G5596-H6595] before thee; and eat, that thou mayest have strength, when thou goest on thy way.

1Sa 28:23 But he refused, and said, I will not eat. But his servants, together with the woman, compelled him; and he hearkened unto their voice. So he arose from the earth, and sat upon the bed. 

1Sa 28:24 And the woman had a fat calf in the house; and she hasted, and killed it, and took flour, and kneaded it, and did bake unleavened bread thereof: 

1Sa 28:25 And she brought itbefore Saul, and before his servants; and they did eat. Then they rose up, and went away that night.

Mar 14:50 And they all forsook him, and fled. 

Jer 17:9  The heart is deceitful above all things, and desperately wicked: who can know it?  
Joh 13:31  Therefore, when he was gone out, Jesus said, Now is the Son of man glorified, and God is glorified in him. 

Joh 13:32  If God be glorified in him, God shall also glorify him in himself, and shall straightway glorify him. 

It is when Judas (the man of perdition within us all) is  “gone out”, that the Son of man is being glorified in us, and God is glorified in him.

When Satan is ruled over by Him who is greater, within us (1Jn 4:4), then we are seated in earnest on the throne of God with Christ and our Father (Eph 2:2,6) where Christ rules our heavens and resides on the throne of our hearts and minds (Joh 8:36).

1Jn 4:4  Ye are of God, little children, and have overcome them: because greater is he that is in you, than he that is in the world. 

Eph 2:2  Wherein in time past ye walked according to the course of this world, according to the prince of the power of the air, the spirit that now worketh in the children of disobedience: 

Eph 2:6  And hath raised us up together, and made us sit together in heavenly places in Christ Jesus: 

Joh 8:36  If the Son therefore shall make you free, ye shall be free indeed. 

In order for God to be glorified we must decrease and Christ must increase, which is what is happening when the man of perdition is being destroyed within us by the brightness of Christ coming into our lives (Joh 3:30,Php 2:5-7, 2Th 2:8).
Joh 3:30  He must increase, but I must decrease.

Php 2:5  Let this mind be in you, which was also in Christ Jesus: 

Php 2:6  Who, being in the form of God, thought it not robbery to be equal with God: 

Php 2:7  But made himself of no reputation, and took upon him the form of a servant, and was made in the likeness of men:

2Th 2:8  And then shall that Wicked be revealed, whom the Lord shall consume with the spirit of his mouth, and shall destroy with the brightness of his coming:

Joh 13:33  Little children, yet a little while I am with you. Ye shall seek me: and as I said unto the Jews, Whither I go, ye cannot come; so now I say to you. 

Little children are the yet carnal Christians who cannot follow Christ where He is going at this point, which is onto perfection(Luk 13:32).
Luk 13:32  And he said unto them, Go ye, and tell that fox, Behold, I cast out devils, and I do cures to day and to morrow, and the third day I shall be perfected.
We seek Christ in the court "Ye shall seek me", where we are ever searching but not able to come to the knowledge of the truth (2Ti 3:7), and "as I said unto the Jews" refers to the law for the lawless that preserves us and keeps us in bondage (1Ti 1:9-10) until ("so now I say to you") is no longer applicable because we are now able to live by the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus which has made us free from the law of sin and death (Rom 8:2).

2Ti 3:7  Ever learning, and never able to come to the knowledge of the truth. 

1Ti 1:9  Knowing this, that the law is not made for a righteous man, but for the lawless and disobedient, for the ungodly and for sinners, for unholy and profane, for murderers of fathers and murderers of mothers, for manslayers, 

1Ti 1:10  For whoremongers, for them that defile themselves with mankind, for menstealers, for liars, for perjured persons, and if there be any other thing that is contrary to sound doctrine; 

Rom 8:2  For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus hath made me free from the law of sin and death.

The "Little children" part of this verse is the Greek word for infant, Strong’s number G5040 [infant, little children] and by looking at several other uses of this  word we see that it is not a G3516 [nēpios babes] as expressed in these three verses, but rather someone who is little further along.
1Co 13:11  When I was a child [nēpios babes], I spake as a child, I understood as a child, I thought as a child: but when I became a man, I put away childish things.

Gal 4:1  Now I say, That the heir, as long as he is a child [nēpios babes], differeth nothing from a servant, though he be lord of all; 
Heb 5:13  For every one that useth milk is unskilful in the word of righteousness: for he is a babe [nēpios babes]. 
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Joh 13:34  A new commandment I give unto you, That ye love one another; as I have loved you, that ye also love one another. 

Joh 13:35  By this shall all men know that ye are my disciples, if ye have love one to another. 

This is a new commandment, the old one has served its purpose, and continues to serve its purpose for those who are yet under the law (Rom 6:14). Both wines are preserved (Mat 9:17) and now we are to love one another as Christ loved us. We have obtained this new wine as a pure gift that we will one day share with the rest of mankind. The shadow of the sharing of this new wine with mankind can be seen in the wedding of Cana,  the better wine, the preferred wine which all the world will one day drink in His Kingdom (Joh 2:10). God’s mercy is being shown in both wines being preserved and drunk at their appointed season (Tit 3:5, 1Pe 2:10).

Rom 6:14  For sin shall not have dominion over you: for ye are not under the law, but under grace.
Mat 9:17  Neither do men put new wine into old bottles: else the bottles break, and the wine runneth out, and the bottles perish: but they put new wine into new bottles, and both are preserved.
Joh 2:10  And saith unto him, Every man at the beginning doth set forth good wine; and when men have well drunk, then that which is worse: but thou hast kept the good wine until now. 

Tit 3:5  Not by works of righteousness which we have done, but according to his mercy he saved us, by the washing of regeneration, and renewing of the Holy Ghost;
1Pe 2:10  Which in time past were not a people, but are now the people of God: which had not obtained mercy, but now have obtained mercy.
Paul describes Christ love for the church in the same way that husbands ought to love their wives (Eph 5:24-29), and we know that we have love toward one another when we keep His commandments (1Jn 5:2-5).
Eph 5:24  Therefore as the church is subject unto Christ, so let the wives be to their own husbands in every thing. .
Eph 5:25  Husbands, love your wives, even as Christ also loved the church, and gave himself for it; 

Eph 5:26  That he might sanctify and cleanse it with the washing of water by the word, 

Eph 5:27  That he might present it to himself a glorious church, not having spot, or wrinkle, or any such thing; but that it should be holy and without blemish. 

Eph 5:28  So ought men to love their wives as their own bodies. He that loveth his wife loveth himself. 

Eph 5:29  For no man ever yet hated his own flesh; but nourisheth and cherisheth it, even as the Lord the church:

1Jn 5:2  By this we know that we love the children of God, when we love God, and keep his commandments. 

1Jn 5:3  For this is the love of God, that we keep his commandments: and his commandments are not grievous. 

1Jn 5:4  For whatsoever is born of God overcometh the world: and this is the victory that overcometh the world, even our faith. 

1Jn 5:5  Who is he that overcometh the world, but he that believeth that Jesus is the Son of God? 

Joh 13:36  Simon Peter said unto him, Lord, whither goest thou? Jesus answered him, Whither I go, thou canst not follow me now; but thou shalt follow me afterwards. 
In order to follow Christ onto perfection we must do what he did, and we cannot until we have been given the holy spirit “thou canst not follow me now; but thou shalt follow me afterwards.”
Peter in us does not like what Christ is saying, "but thou shalt follow me afterwards."

We believe that we're 100% dedicated at this point, and we may be in the sense that our spirit is willing, but our flesh is weak (Mat 26:41) and it will take a process of our denying Christ three times in our flesh to bring us to the full realization that we cannot make war with the beast (Rev 13:4).
Mat 26:41  Watch and pray, that ye enter not into temptation: the spirit indeed is willing, but the flesh is weak. 

Rev 13:4  And they worshipped the dragon which gave power unto the beast: and they worshipped the beast, saying, Who is like unto the beast? who is able to make war with him? 

All flesh has to betray Christ for 30 pieces of silver. Three-denotes the process of spiritual judgment  3(x)10 ten is completeness in the flesh: We all must grow to not despise  the riches of his goodness (Rom 2:4). Those riches are this process of forbearance and longsuffering that God has toward us as He changes us from the first Adam into a new creation (2Cor 5:17).
Rom 2:4  Or despisest thou the riches of his goodness and forbearance and longsuffering; not knowing that the goodness of God leadeth thee to repentance? 

2Co 5:17  Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed away; behold, all things are become new.
